C.B.C. EMPLOYEES NOT COVERED BY PART IV
OF LABOUR CODE

Question No. 2,329-Mr. Howard:
Are there any persons ln the employ of the

Canadian Broadcasting Corporation who the sald

corporation feels are not covered by the provisions
of Part IV, General Holldays, of the Canada
Labour (Standards) Code and, if so (a> how many
persons are employed ini ecd classification flot so
covered (b) what reasons does the corporation have
therefor?

Hon. Judy V. LaMarsh (Secretary of Stai.):
I arn informed by the C.B.C. that ail ern-
ployees on the regular establishment of the
corporation are covered by the provisions of
part IV of the labour code, with the follow-
ing exceptions: (a) Those in management and
professional categories, numbering approxi-
mately 1,500, who along with other regular
employees do, however, enjoy 10 statutory
holidays annually. Section 3(3) of the code
exempts this group. (b) Those employed on
a casual, temporary or part Urne basis and
those retained by the corporation under let-
ter of agreement who are considered by the
C.B.C. as independent contractors. This is a
relatively srnall. number which fluctuates
widely according to operating requirernents.
