AIR TRANSPORT
RATIFICATION OF AGREEMENT BY TRAFFIC

SCIENCE COUNCIL
TABLING OF REPORT ON ASTRONOMY

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (President of the
Privy Council): Mr. Speaker, may I take this

report by the Science Council of Canada on
astronomy.
