INDIAN AFFAIRS

ASSISTANCE TO JAMES BAY AREA INDIANS IN OPPOSING
HYDROELECTRIC POWER PROJECT—REQUESTS TO
MINISTER BY DELEGATION

Mr. David Lewis (York South): Mr. Speaker, I have some
questions for the Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern
Development arising out of a report that he met with
representatives of the Indian people of northern Quebec
in connection with the James Bay development. Can the
minister inform the House briefly what requests the dele-
gation made to him and what his replies were?

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Minister of Indian Affairs and
Northern Development): Mr. Speaker, when I met the
Indians of the province of Quebec on two occasions last
week, they asked me to take part in the discussions with
the Quebec authorities on the James Bay development; I
told them I should be happy to do so. Since then I have
been in touch with Quebec Premier Bourassa. We are to
meet next Monday to discuss the situation and ensure that
the Indians will be consulted on every aspect of the pro-
ject that concerns them.

Mr. Lewis: Would the minister inform the House wheth-
er the delegation did not also speak to him about some
court suits they have started and ask him for financial
and other assistance with respect to these court actions?

[Translation]

Mr. Chrétien: Mr. Speaker, the Indians and Eskimos of
northern Quebec told me that they had taken it upon
themselves to bring legal action before the superior court
so that it might give a ruling on the constitutionality of the
act setting up the James Bay corporation. I told them our
services were at their disposal but that the suit would
have to be financed with the funds they have already
received from us and other institutions.

Mr. Lewis: May I ask the minister whether he did, in
fact, offer additional financial assistance or any legal
assistance to the Indians and Eskimos in connection with
these cases—

Mr. Chrétien: Mr. Speaker, they asked me whether we
could grant them more funds for research. I replied that
we have the matter under review and that I believed we
could help them a little more in this field.
