Cul, the most formidable obstruction in the whole work, arriving at the Aqueduct 
crossing tin- River Welland, (formerly the best Wooden and now the best Stom 
structure in America,) at d o clock, P. M., one hour tor Dinner, then passing the 
Juliet ion where the Grand River Route branches oil' to Dunnvillc and Port Maitland, 
and passing out into Lake Erie at Port Co]borne about 5o’clock, P. M., thence passing 
Point Abilin, call half an hour at Buffalo, and reach Chippewa by 10 o’clock and 
proceed to the Falls for the night.

Arrangements w ill be made to return from Queenston to Toronto in the afternoon 
Boat of Saturday, the day following. <1
