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Parliament into the features which are assigned on either

side as unsatisfactory might profitably be made, and would

tend to promote a better understanding in the future. If it

should be found on enquiry in this spirit that any colony,

according to the extent of advantage it is deriving, ought

to assume an enlarged measure of obligation, I venture to

assert that the practical fulfilment on its part will not be

demurred to.
