A New Locomotive Fills Brooklyn Bridge
Employes With Fear.

New York, March 12.—Locomotive No
"18 on the Brooklyn Bridge has filled
many of the bridge trainmen with a
superstitious fear. Not that they be-
lieve there is anything in a mere num-
ber. This, taken by itself, would never
alarm them, but the combination is too
much when they are sent out over the
structure behind this engine on a F'ri-

ay.

No .13 is one of the new locomotives.
When it was delivered a few months
ago it had to be dragged by 24 horses
from the Long Island Railroad Depot,
in Flatbush-avenue, Brooklyn, to the
bridge yards. All went well until the
locomotive got into Washington-street,
when a trolley wire, heavily charged
with electricity, got tangled about the
smokestack.

The wire broke, and in falling one
end struck a horse, which was instant-
ly killed. Several men were shocked!

Since that time No. 13 has been a
“hoodoo.” The engineers and firemen
tell, among themselves, of many ec-
centric actions on its part. One engin-
eer is ready to swear that in cross-
ing the bridge through a storm, one
night, he saw a ghost walking the
tracks and trying to avertake the lo-
ecomotive.

The supposed apparition was easily
explained by his fellow-trainmen, who
declared that it was nothing more than
a glint of light shining on the falling
snow.

far and keep No. 13 in the yard on Fri-
days.

NO TAX ON BICYCLES.
‘ LR

Trades and ' Labor Council Against ft—
! Last Night's 'Meeting.

A proposition made at last night's)
meetli)n‘g of the Trades and Labor Coiun-
cil that a tax should be placed on bicy-
cles created considerable discuss olix.
Finally, after the general tone of the
council was found to be against the
suggestion, the motion was referred to
a committee for consideration.

Messrs. John Armstrong, 1. H, San-
derson and John Francis were appoint-
ed a committee to act with the City
Council and the Board of Trade to con-
sider the best means of inducing manu-~
facturers to locate in Toronto.

A communication from the Council of
the Federated Building Trades, asking
that the Trades and Labor Council as-
sist them in securing an amendment to
the scaffold bylaw, was referred to the
Municipal Committee. It is proposed to
compel the laying of rough floors in the
different stories of high buildings in
course of construction in order to pro-
tect workingmen from accidents. |

Messrs., E. F. Clarke and Robert
Glockling were appointed to wait upon
the Board of Arbitration and Concilia-,
tion and state the case of the journey-|
men tailors of the city, with a view to
having that body call upon the masgter
tailors to appear before them.

The report of the Educational Com-
mittee, which was adopted, condemned
the proposal to add Latin roots to the
Public school curriculum ; advised that
the present drill exer¢ises be done away
with ; dwelt upon the importance of|
music in the schools; objected to the
proposed amalgamation of the High,
Technical and@ Public School Boards,
and protested against the suggested
closing of the branch public libraries.

A General Survey.

The Legislative Committee reported
that attention was being paid to the
subject of teaching broom-making in
institutes for the blind ; that Dr. Ry-
erson, M.L.A,, had been waited upon in
connection, with proposed “union label’”
legislation ; that Pr. Sheard, city M.H.
0., had furnished detailed information
concerning the number of shops in To-
ronto coming under the jurisdiction of
the “ Aet for the protection of persons
employed in places of business other
than factories” ; that the Dominion
Government was making a mistake in
granting a tract of land near Egg Lake
at the request of Father Lacombe for
the exclusive use of Roman Catholio
halfbreeds .and Indians. The report,
which concluded with a reference to the
death of Hart A. Massey and the wages
he paid his employes, was adopted.

The Municipal Committee in their re-
gular report expressed themselves as
opposed. to the running of bicycles on
the sidewalks, after midnight; com-
mended the proposition to utilize the
Public. school buildings as polling
booths ; advised the discontinuance of
special. serutineers at polling booths
and the substitution in their place of
uniformed constables ; suggested that'
when ice merchants were given the
privilege of cutting icé on the bay, they
should be compelled to pay at least 15
cents an hour to their men, and object-
ed to the proposéd scheme to relieve
the city from paying damages for ac-
cidents by turning over all such cases
to an insurance company. The report
was endorsed.

JOKED IN MORTAL PAIN.

Pbenomenal Sang Froid of & Brakeman
Who was Fatally Injared tn Oswego.
Oswego, March 12.—A wonderful

exhibition of nerve was given by Wil-

liam Joseph Companion, a brakeman on
the Rome, Watertown and Ogdens-
burg Railroad, who was fatally injured
vesterday at Red Creek, a small sta-
tion in ayne County, between here
and Rochester. Companion was one of

a crew on a freight train which arriv-

ed at Red Creek about noon. As he was

standing on the forward step of the
caboose, he in some way lost his hold

and fell to the ground, and in such a

manner that his right leg went under

the wheels andw was i%ushed to pulp
below the knee joint. e was picked
up by the other train hands and taken
care of until the passenger train from
Niagara Falls arrived, when he was
put in the baggage car and brought to
this city. As he was being conveyed
from the baggage car to the_ ambu-
lance he spied a friend and, gc€costing
him, said in an apparent jokihg tone :

“Well, Jack, I guess I am don& for this

time.” - “ Oh. no,” replied the friend,

‘“you will be all right in a little while.’#
The spectators, who were surprised

at the apparent flippancy of his first

remark, were still greater amazed
when he quickly replied, “ Not on your
life.” During the ride to the hospital,
he complained some of the pain, but
after arrival at the hospital and when
on the dissecting table, insisted on in-
specting his injuries as the doctors roll-
ed up his trousers, exposing the crush-
ed and bloody leg, in preparation for
amputation.
