The Gas Company
want to embark on a voyage of dis-
covery for information, with which to
defeat the city, and ask the corpora-
tion to appoint a representative to as-
sist in the work. Of course the Gas
Company will pay the whole. cost. Why
should it not do so? It alome is in-
terested in proving that the city’'s
auditor is wrong.
