All the Lights Have Been Ex-
tinguished Also and the Yankees
Will Have Trouble.

Manila, Jan, 12.—The situation at Iloilo Is
unchanged. The FHipinos are unceasingly
active day and night. On Saturday they
loaded some lighters with rock and sank
them at the entrance of the river, blocking
the chanmel for all vessels, with the excep-
tlon of launches, All the lights have been
extinguished.

Order, however, is maintained with sever-
ity and offenders are promptly shot.

On Sunday ome of the Arizona's boats,
manned by soldiers, was carried by the
ebb tide to Quimaraes Island, and while
attempting to land there ammed natives as-
sembled on the beach and compelled the
Americans to retire,

The Filininos refuse to have any dealings
with the Americars. Vegetables and fruit
are not obtainable, business Is suspended
and the warehouses are full of rotting so-
gar.

They Didn’t Want To Fight.
‘Hong Kong, Jan. 12.—The Filipinos here
say that 10 American volunteers jumped
overboard the transports bound from Manila
to Ilollo, swam ashore and said they had
not volunteered to fight the Filipinos. The
report is not confirmed.

A Press Censorship.

New York, Jan. 12.—The Western Union
Telegraph C any’s central office has
been advised the FEastern Telegraph
Company that all press messages for Manila
are subject to censorship, which was -
posed yesterday.

A Landing Will Mean War.

London, Jan. 13,—The Hong Kong cor-
respondent of The Times says: “The Kili-
pino refugees insist that Aguinalde will re-
gard a landing of the Americans at Iloilo
as a declaration of war, and will immedi-
ately atack Manila. He has alrendy warn-
ed the foreigners, including the Spaniards,
of his intention, offering them a safe con-
duet into the provinces, The American
authorities still exercise a strict censor-
ship at Mamila over all press messnges.”

The Hong Kong correspondent of The
Datly Madl sayg that 5000 additional Ameri-
cans who had embarked for Iloilo have
