while Conservative voters were refnsed
transport, even when paying thelr tares.

Hon. J. R. Stratton contended that be-
cause several hundred men went out of
Deseronto to work In the woods during
the winter they should mot lose their votes.

Mr, Kidd said this legislation favored the
registration of waifs, floaters and pluggers.
“Why,” he asked, “do you not consider the
rights of the agricultural population, you
like 80 well, to' be registered? We are
well aware this is because the ‘members
from those ridings bave been traveling in
deep water and ¢his {s an attempt to save
them."”

Dr. McKay of Woodstock defended the
clauses.

Mr. Wardell and others pointed out that
the pleas which could be made for special
treatment for Sault Ste. Marie and Deser-
onto were equally applicable to a number
of other places in the province.

The Government, not having anticipated
such a fight in a depleted House of only
30 members, declded to allow the matter
to stamd.

Public Accounts.

The Public Accounts report was pre-
semted, recommending that in future the
names ‘of all officials receiving salaries
from various ‘sources should be placed
under ome head in alphabetical form,

Col. Matheson declared that the Public
Accoints ‘Committee was called at such
a late date in the session that its work
could not be performed properly. There
was mo attempt by the Government to
secure a quorumsand the Governmemt mem-
bers only rushed in to vote down recom-
mendations. The vecommendation of the
commitiee was not without cause, One
man's name wag down some 35 times.
Men who were apparently from a glance
at one place only getting $200 were re-
ceiving $800. One occurred in Hon, E. J.
Davis’ Department.

What Does Elihu Know ?

Hon. Mr, Davis denied this. It was

Several Government members, including
Hon. ¥, R. Latchford, argued that it was
a practical impossibility to report the ex-
penditure according to ridings.

Premier Ross declared it would mot be
according to business methods, it would
not be “proper bookkeeping.”

The report was received.

Bills Introduced.

Premier Ross Introduced a bill to define
the Upper Canada College buildings non-
assessable, under the Mumicipal Act.

Hon. J. M. Gibson Introduced a bill for
the imcorporation of towns in territorial
districts, In the north, he said, they were
growing op like mushrooms.

The House adjourned at 6 o'clock until
Tucsday afternoon at 3 o’clock.

A Brilllant Gathering in Bloor st.
Presbyterian Church Last Night.

This proved a wise move,
as the number of friends of the stulents
that gathered in the church could bnrdly
have been accommodated in the college.

Principal Caven delivered a short address,
in the course of which he said it was to be
regretted that the number of students in
theology was not greater, and that to be a
success a college must generate in students
love for and devotion to their work. Ifi
Scotland there is trouble on account of the
small attendance at theological colleges,the
causes assigned for this state of affairs be-
ing the excellent openings in business and
pright futures in other lines, while some
say it is on account of the internal state
of the church itself.

In the American universities at present
they also have the same trouble.

Speaking further, Dr. Caven said it af-
forded him great pleasure to state that Mr.
Morris had founded a second scholarship,to
be known as the *‘Mrs. Morris,” and he
hoped the example would be imitated. It
was especially desirable that the post-grad-
uate scholarship be put on a solid founda-
tion, for at present it is not endowed. He
appealed to friends in Toronto to help in
this work and raise the necessary $5000.

In conclusion he thanked the Rev. Mr.
Wallace, pastor of the church, for his ten
years' service on the Board of Examiners,
and stated that the vacancy would be filled
by Prof. Ballantyne.
