It is mot the
intention to interfere unnecessarily
with “our foreign trade; but our own
domestic needs must be adequately
safeguarded, and there is the added
duty of meeting the necessities of ll
the nations at war with the imperial
German Government,

“After theke neads are met, it is
our wish and intention to minister to
the needs of the neutral nations as
far as ou- resources permit. This
task will be discharged without other
than the very proper qualificatiofs
that the liberation of our surplus pro-
ducis shall not be made the occasion
of benefit to the ememy, either di-
rectly or indirectly.

" Two Lists Prepared,

“The two  lsts have been prepared
in the interests of facility and expedi-
ency. The first list. “applicable to
the enemy 2nd his allies, and to the
neutral countries of Europe, brings
under comirol praectically all articles
of commerce:-while the second Hst,

“It is obvious that a closer supervi-
sion of control of exports is necessary
with respect to these Huropean neu-
trals within the sphere of hostiiities
than is required for those countries
farther removed. :
