SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND RctiULATlONS > Toronto General Trusts

The eole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, may homestead a 
quarter-section of available Dominion 
land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al­
berta. Applicants must appear in person 
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the District. Entry by proxy 
may be made at any Dominion Lands 
Agency (but not Sub-Agency; on cer­
tain conditions.

Duties.—tiix months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead 
farm of at least 80 acres, on certain con­
ditions. A habitable house is required, 
except where residence is performed in 
the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for cul­
tivation under certain conditions.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead.

Country is in No Condi­

tion to Fight On.

London, Dec. 23.—A despatch to The 
Daily News from Its Stockholm cor­
respondent carries an Interview with 
M. Borovsky, who is conducting all 
the business of the Russian legation 
at his offices in the Swedish capital, 
altho M. Gulkevitch remains In pos­
session of the Russian legation build­
ing. M. Borovsky said that Russia 
was compelled to make peace as she 
was hot in a condition to continue the 
war, and it was for Russia’s allies to 
choose whether peace should be sep­
arate or general.

“We recognize a separate peace 
would be bad for democracy thruout 
Europe and especially so in Russia," 
M. Borovsky stated. “We fear that 
Germany, dealing first with Russia 
and afterward with the allies, would 
be able to get better terms.

"Moreover, a separate peace In the 
absence of a revolutionary .movement 
in Germany would only benefit the 
Pan-German and military classes in 
Germany. The allies, by opposing a 
peace, are forcing Russia into a sep­
arate peace and aise forcing into a 
position of dependence on Germany. 
., . . If the views of the British 
Labor party were shared by the Brit­
ish Government Russia would not be 
faced by this danger. Our quarrel Is 
with the British Government for cling­
ing obstinately to Its desire to defeat 
and destroy • Germany, thereby post­
poning a democratic peace and forc­
ing Russia into her present position.”

M. Borovsky admitted that the Bol­
shevik rule could not last because the 
peasants, altho now supporting it, will 
not always support it

“But we hope, whilq we hold power, 
to do what will ensure the realization 
of socialistic reforms which ouV suc­
cessors will be unable to abolish,” 
Borovsky said in conclusion. 
thee, we have demonstrated once for 
all the policy of the working classes 
having their own government In the 
very teeth of the classes opposed to 
them.’’.

A despatch from Stockholm, Dec. 15, 
said that "Vorovsky, also known as 
Orloffsky, was holding secret confer­
ences, as the newly appointed work­
men and soldier government’s pleni­
potentiary and representative in 
Stockholm,” with Philipp Schelde- 
majin, the German majority socialist 
leader.

Ottawa, Dec. 22.—Official announce­
ment was made by the prime minister 
at noon today of the prohibition of 
the importation of intoxicating liquors 
into Canada after Monday next.

, The onlv exception is In the case of 
purchasès made before that date.

The announcement reads: “On De­
cember 17 the people gave to the gov­
ernment an unmistakable mandate for 
the vigorous prosecution of the war 
and for the employment of all tfie 
country’s energies and resources ne- 

> cessary to achieve victory. It is 
sential and Indeed vital to the efficient 
conduct of the war that wasteful or 
unnecessary expenditure should be 
prohibited, and all articles capable of 
being utilized as food should be con­
served. It is beyond question that the 
use of liquor affects adversely the 
realization of this purpose.
