TORONTO CONSERVATORY OF MUSIC.

REGISTRATION.

It is most desirable that those who purpose entering the
Conservatory should attend to all prelimmaries, such as
registration, arranging as to classes, course of studies, dates
and hours of lessons, payment of bills, etc., in the week
preceding the opening of a term. This is especially required
of those residing in or near Toronto.

BEGIN WITH THE TERM.

Students may enter at any time during a term, and tuition
will be charged pro rata to those joining after the beginning,
except for the first two lessons of the term, for which no
allowance will be made. But it is more desirable and greatly
to the students’ advantage to be present at the beginning of
the term.

PRIMARY INSTRUCTION.

Beginners will be received as well as advanced students,

and the courses of instruction will be found equally thorough

throughout.
HOME INSTRUCTION.

Persons desiring instruction at home, in Toronto, will be
supplied with competent teachers at moderate rates, and all
such students will be enrolled as members of the Conserva-
tory and be admitted to the free privileges of the regular
Conservatory students.

EXAMINERS.

When it is deemed advisable, and as circumstances will
warrant, special examiners, not connected with the Conserva-
tory as teachers, will be engaged for the more important
departments of instruction. The first step has already been
taken in this direction, and the services of Mr. Wm. H.
