Steel-Coal Law Suit Was Most
Expensive Ever Tried in a
Canadian Court. !

HALIFAX, Sept. 20—The lawyers made
a great thing out of the Steel-Coal case,
over $60,000 being paid out to them in
fees alone. Hector McInnes, K. C., and
Wallate Nesbitt.
