Regina, July 16.—The Saskatchewan 

temperance act will go on trial today. 
For the third time, since, on June 80, 
1916, the bars and wholesale liquor 
stores in the province were closed by 
legislative enactment, the people will 
have the opportunity of voting on the 
principle of prohibition. In 1916 the 
electors voted, out Government liquor 
stores by four to one, this system hav­
ing been substituted by the legislature 
for the bars. Four years later the peo­
ple voted by 85,000 to 55,000 to pro­
hibit importation from outside the 
province, and since that time there has 
been no provision in Saskatchewan for 
the legal purchase of intoxicating 
liquor for beverage liquors.

“Are you in favor of prohibition id 
Saskatchewan?” is the first question 
which faces the voter today. Having 
answered “yes” or “no”, he is request­
ed to say whether, if a government 
liquor control sjjtem be established, 
he prefers :

(A) —Sale by Government vendors in 
sealed packages of all spirituous and 
malt liquors ; or

(B) —Such sale by Government ven­
dors, combined with the sale of beet 
in licensed premises.

In other words, the voters make a 
choice between the British Columbia 
or the Quebec liquor systems. Women 
will vote, as they did in the two pre­
vious liquor referendums.
