Baptist Annual Meeting
Hears Reports Giving
Encouragement,

The reports and statements sub-
mitted by the various branches of the
Ceritral Baptist church at the annual
meeting last night showed a very
healthy condition and gave informa-
tion which indicated a still further
betterment which might well be the
pride of any congregation. Rev. James
Dunlop, the pastor, presided and there
was a large and representative attend-
‘ance, The treasurer, H. D. Everett,
submitted a financial report showing
that after the extensive improvements
and renovations of the past summer
and autumn which had been extended
throughout the church property, the
church was better off than when the
work was undertaken; that is, the net
indebtedness was less, taking into con-
sideration . the thousands of dollars

* which had been spent in renewing.
Timsncial negotiations on foot for the
lﬂe of church realty holdings would
place -the Baptist congregation in the’
enviable position of having a debt-!
free church with its moderate sized
mortgage reduced to about one-half of
the present sum.

The showing was felt-to be a truly
‘remarkable one since the special effort
had been brought to, fruition within a
twelve month, The real work of
financing did not begin until the ren-
ovation job had been completed in the
autumn. At that time the church
members came forward with most
, generous cash contributions and short

term pledges, all of which had been|

redeemed. A remarkable showing in
the reports came from such bodies as
the Willing Waorkers, the Philathea
class of young ladies and other inter-
nal organizations which raised large
amounts for the common fund. The
esprit de corps quickened by these
cfforts had happily continued and with
the especially bright had
given great encouragement to the
membership of the executive.

During the meeting it was brc § t;
out that the church has a gross mem-
bership approaching the 700 mark, but
as some of these people had removed
to other parts during the last few
vears it was decided that a congrega-
tional committee under the direction
of the Board of Deacons should con-
vene to revise thoroughly the church|
roll. Members residing in other places|
will be communicated with and every
effort made to establish an active, con-
tributing basic membership.
