Other large shipments in addition to
the $34,200,000 from Canada, were $48,-
700,000 from France, and $30,200,000
from Hopg Gong.

Nearly 60 per cent of the total gold
exports for the year, the board said,
were consigned to Asiatic countries and
more than thirty per cent of the total,
or $101,300,000 to Japan alone.
