League Formed
) The Nova Scotia League for the Protec­

tion of the Feeble-Minded was formed 
with headquarters in Halifax. With this 

the parent organisation, branches of 
the league were being formed in every 
city and town in the province, John 
Weir waa appointed as organizer and 
started his work at the beginning of this 
month, visiting each town in turn. Hie 
work had been most successful. Each 
branch would do its part in the campaign 
of education and would also help to or­
ganize the public feeling thus aroused to 
bring pressure to bear on the members of 
the legislature to pass the required act, and 
it was hoped that within a short time the 
demand for the founding of the proposed 
institution would be *0 irresistible that 
it would be no longer delayed.

While this was the chief work in which 
the Halifax Women’s Council were en­
gaged at present, it was by no means the 
limit of their efforts. The public play­
grounds of Halifax were carried on most 
successfully under their direction and this 
year four well equipped grounde were con­
ducted with a staff including a supervisor, 
two teachers for each and instructors in 
athletics for both boys and girls. The 
work had reached a stage where the or­
ganizers felt that it should he recognized 
as a publie institution, and so supported, 
but this they had not secured. In this 
respect they were holding up St. John 
an example to be followed.

Another problem with which they were 
endeavoring to cope was the care of Pro­
testant girls, who came In contact with 
the police authorities. The Catholic church 
cared for girls and women of their faith 
who were arrested and sentenced, but 
there was no provision for the others ex­
cept the jails. The result of condemning 
a girl, arrested perhaps for a minor of­
fence, to association with other women 
who were to be found in jails, was a very 
serious matter, and it was to rescue them 
from this that the council was working. 
They proposed the establishment of an 
industrial home for the three maritime 
provinces, where such cases could be <ar- 
ed for, and steps were being taken to se­
cure united action from the three prov­
inces in the matter.
