Boston, Oct. 15—~The New York Giants,
peunant winners of the National League,
adminiStered a crushing defeat to the
Boston Americans today by a score of 11
to 4, in the seventh game of the world's
series.

“Smoky” Joe Wood, the Red Sox siar
twirler, who already had beaten the
Giants twice in the series, was sent out
to pitch the Red Sox into the world's
championship. His end was so swift and
go sudden that the 30,000 spectators sat in
silence at ¥Fenway Park as they saw
wood’s delivery batted to all parts of the
field, and six Giant players race over the
home plate before the last New Yorker
was put out in the first inning.

This shower of hits, eombined with a
double 'steal, paved the way to New
York’s six runs. Thereafter Wood was a
broken reed and Charlie Hall, Boston's re-
lief pitcher, was sent into the box.

Tesreau held the whip hand over the
Red Sox throughout the game. His moist
ball broke sharply over the plate and the
Red Sox were unable to fathom his de-
livery when hits would have scored runs.
