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THE GOVERNMENT AND IMPERIAL FEDER-
ATION.

Sir Hector Langevin stated on Monday
on bahalf of the government that thoy
had not considered the project of imper-
jal Federation and had no policy respect-
ing it. This reply was given in answer
to & question put on the paper by
Col. Amyot, the person who won
go much notoriety of a peculiar
kind at the head of the 9th.

. Battalion in the North- West re-
bellion. Lieut. Col. Amyot would
have been a great warrior if
nature had only endowed him with a
little courage. AsZit is, he is a great
braggart, a howling French patriot and
a deadly enemy of Imperial Federation.
The meaning of a man being a believer
in Imperial Federation is that he thinks
the British Empire can be bound togeth-
er by stronger ties thanthose which now
unite it. An Imperial Federationist be-
Jieves that as Great Britain and Ireland
are but twosmall islands which must
soon reath the possible limit of their
population, and as the  British

“<people ss a  vast terri-
tory outside of Great Britain which
in the course of two or three decades will
be more populous than the mother coun-
try it would be an act of political suicide
to permit Great Britain and the colonies
to drift apart. Of course all those who
desire to see the British empire broken
up are against Imperial Federation.
British statesmen are for the most part
so much occupied with their own parish
politics that they have given the subject
no attention, and when it is forced on
their notice they seek to evade it.
As for the members of the present
government of Capada we do pot know
what their personal views on the subject
of Imperial Federation may be. There
is an impression that the French ele-
ment in the Cabinet is opposed to the
idea of Imperial unity and if so we can
only say that the public acknowledge-
‘ment of such views will be a bad thing
for the French element. Canada is
still under the British flag although a
stranger would hardly think so if he
visited Quebec or Montreal on some
great festival of the Roman Catholic
Church. Our easy going people per-

shot battered bear got npon the bottom
of the canoe, and there he sat, until hav-
ing obtained more help, they despatch-
ed him with their bullets.”

In the spring of 1802, Mr. Marsden
left the gulf shore and returned to his
mission in Westmorland. Shortly after,
he set off to meet his brethern in con-
ference at Annapolis. ‘Ihere it was
decided that he should take the place
of Mr. Black in Halifax, while Mr.
Black wonld supply his place in West-
morland. In August of the same year
Mr. Black retarned to Ha¥fax and Mr.
Marsden set out again for his mission,
on the way, preaching at Windsor and
Partridge TIsland, “where,” he says, a
stopped to spend a few days with the
amiable families, Squire Ratchford’s
and Mr. Shannon’s.” The island was
afterwards better known as Ratch-
ford’s Island. In the fall he
visited “Pedicodiack river. My good

Premier Fielding of Nova Scotia 18
now in London and has been interview-
ed by a representative of the Canadian
Gazette. In the course of the interview,
Mr. Fielding made some important state-
ments. He said :(—

In Nova Scotia to-day the question of
a chenge in our relations with the
Mother Country attract less notice than
probably anywhere else. There are, in

Of
course, in saying this it must be borne in
mind that there is a strong feeling in
Nova Scotia arising out of the way in
which, as we think, the province was
coerced into confederation. That always
affords material on which political move-
ments may feed in times of feeling, and
will not die out in a hurry.”

Sir Richard Cartwright criticised the

six days, arrived iuthat city.” Mr.
Marsden does not say how long he re-

Digby is given up to
smuggling, and at night when the sail-
ors came on board, to carry their con-
traband goods ashore, we were greatly
disturbed with their worldly and pro-
fane conversation; they continued to
grow worse, and at last we reproved
them, but this brought upon usa flood
of reproach and invective ; one of them,
to show his importance, quoted a scrap
of Latin, but upon my calmly telling
him we did not desal in scraps, his fary
became ungovernable, and I believes
had it not been for fear of the conse-
quence, they would have murdered us.”
Pleasant Digby, with its quiet streets
and beautiful residences and forests of
cherry trees! How it has been trans-
formed since 1802 or 3.

Mr. Marsden was appointed to labor
for three months in Annapolis, his cir-
cuit extending from Wilmot to Waldeck
settlement. He says, “ at Granville and
the Waldeck settlement, the vast num-
bers who attended, necessitated me to
preach and administer the Lord’s sup-
per in the woods; the stillness of the
sylvan theater; the lofty pine and birch
trees waving overhead; the table covered
with the elements ; the surrounding and
often weeping congregation left impres-
sions upon my mind that neither time
nor place will be able to remove, and
when I think of these seasons my heart
springs across the wide Atlantic to
preach the gospel in Nova Scotia.” Ear-
ly in the fall Mr. Marsden came to 8t
John, where he had been appointed to
labor “during the  winter. And
this is the tribute he pays to one of the
first apostles of Methodism in this city:—

their faces and to wusurp the
place that belongs to the British
flag.

He began
writing only about sixty years ago,—he
wrote prophetically, yet he was a pro-
phet without honor, or credence in his
own land.

covert, and pouring out his soul to God
in prayer, and the solitary dominions of

rimeval shade have often resounded
with the glad tidings of salvation,through
the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

Mr. Cameron of Huron, however, sus-
tained his record by denouncing the
project as a wild-cat scheme. Heintim-
ated that the stock of this railway had
been distributed among members of the
house to induce them to support - the
measure.

The minister of the interior read a
statement that only two members of
parliament were stockholders of the
company and that these members had
bought their stock long ago.

The measure finally went through
committee and was reported.

Mr. Wood rose at10.15 to resure the
budget debate. In view of Mr. King’s
intimation that the party now in power
had ceased to defend the national policy,
he took occasion to say that he (Wood)
was as strongly as ever of opinion that
the national policy was beneficial to the
dominion and to the province of New
Brunswick. Taking up the arguments
of Mr. King, Mr. Wood said he would
not dispute that a free market in the
United States for the natural product
of the forest and quarry of New Bruns-
wick would be an advantage. The
government ought therefore to have the
cheerful support of Mr. King, Taking
up the four industries which Mr. King
said had been injured by the national
policy, Mr. Wood began with coal. Re-
ferring to Mr. King's claim that the
Grand Lake codl fields were making no
progress for want of an American mark-
et, Mr. Wood said he would not venture
to account for the small output of Grand
Lake coal, and for the fact that, while
St. John consumed one hundred and
twenty thousand tons of Nova Scotia
coal each year, it used little Grand Lake
coal, Ithough St. John was not half as far
away as Bangor. Whatever might be
the reasons that Grand Lake coal could
not profitably be sold in St John in com-
petition with the production of other
mines would prevent its sale in New Eng-
land. Nor could Mr. Wood see how the
national policy had injured the St. John
river lime business. The industry had
almost wholly been developed since the
national policy was introduced. In 1878
lime was imported into parts of Canada
and even into New . Brunswick. Since
then the lime industry has captured the
home market and built up an export
trade with the United States, valued by
Mr. King at $150,000 last year. It was
certain that the national policy had not
injured the lime business, though, doubt-
less, the removal of the United States
duty would greatly assist it. Taking up
the next article mentioned, that
of freestone, Mr. Wood showed
that the stone quarries  were
in a far more prosperous condition now
than 1878. In the last mentioned year
large quantities of stone were imported
from the United States into the domin-
ion. Today the Canadian quarries, and
particularly those of New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia, were sending building
stone all over this country. He could
point to the magnificent building on
Wellington |street, Ottawa, constructed
of Miramichi stone, and could further
inform the house that a quarry within
five miles of his (Wood’s) house sent
last year about two thousand tons of
stone to Toronto and this year would
gend twice as much. Mr, Wood then
described the growth of Moncton, Am-
herst, Spriughill, Windsor, New Glas-
gow and other towns in the martime
provinces. Referring to Mr. King’s
observation that Alexander Gibson had
declared himself able to compete in
cotton manufacturing. Mr. Wood re-
marked that Mr. Gibson was & man of
ability and enterprise. He may have
used the language quoted, but the house
ought to be informed that Mr. Gibson,
whoknew what was for the interest of
the country as well as any man, was &
supporter of the government and
national policy. Mr. King had referred
to the former member for St. John
county and his services here. Mr. Wood
admitted that the pleasant face of Mr.
Weldon was missed in parliament, but
his absence was itself an answer to what
Mr. King had said as tothe condition
of affairs in 8t.John. St. John was a
progressive and prosperous city. It had
a larger trade than any New England
city from New York to Eastport, except
Boston. The people there did not be-
lieve in the absurd policy accepted in
1888 by the liberal party and the present
representation of St.John was itself a
testimony tothateffect. Only two mem-
bers of the New Brunswick opposition
in the last parliament were here and
Mr. Wood was afraid the house would
not have them long. Mr. King's

majority was under thirty and Mr.

lsecured his election by

Gilmour had, he was told, only
