GERMAN EDITOR
ATTACKS ROOSEVELT

————

Urges People to Show Extreme'
Coldness to the Former
President

Berlin, Aprii 9.—~Declaring Theodore
Roosevelt, while president was anti-
German in his- policies, Editor Harden
of the Seukumft, exhorts the people of
the empire to show extreme coldness to
the colonel on his coming visit.

The attack is based on the alleged
unfriendly attitude of Roosevelt during
the German involvement with ' Spain
and France regarding the Moroccan
trouble of 1906.

The attack has created great excite-
ment. The Kaiser and the German of-
ficials are especially anxious to pay
their respects to the former president
and have planned elabérately for his
reception. They desired that no jar-
ring note enter into the welcome.

Col, Roosevelt, however, seems bound
to run into another controversy here
such as have marked his visits in
Egypt and Rome. The attack by Har-
den, it is believed, will bring about a
discussion of the Moroccan question
and the part the United States played
in it, and that some bitter criticism of
Roosevelt will result seems certain.
Whether or not the ecriticism will be
sufficient to make Roosevelt answer is
a question that is causing the officials
some agitation.

Roosevelt will deliver a number of
addresses during his stay here, and it
is considered that if the attack brings
on a general discussion of the attitude
of the United States towards Germany,
he may reply.

ANCIENT LAW TO
GO INTO EFFECT

Children Not Permitted to Be
on Vancouver Streets at
Night

Vancouver, April 8—Up from the
musty, dusty archives comes by-law
No. 576, to wit, a civic ordinance which
says that curfew rings every night at
9 o'clock. In future, while there may
not be a literal bell-ringing perform-
ance, one thing is sure, and that is,
that the police are going to stop all
youngsters under sixteen years of age
and find out why and wherefore they
are on the streets at that hour.

The by-law says that no children un-
der the age mentioned shall parade on
the thoroughfares between 9 o’clock at
night at 6 o’clock the following morn-'
inz, unless they :are.bearing messagdij
or are in the care of a guardian, For
vears it has not been enforced in Van-
couver, although still in effect, but by
reason of certain recent representa-
tions which have been made to him,
his worship the mayor has decided that
it will be more for the good of the
community if the young boys and girls
who spend so much of the evening
away from the homes were sent back
to the parental roof.

Complaints have been made
many of the children who offend in
this respect do so through the . in-
ducements held out by the dime novelty
angd moving picture theatres, and the
owners of such establishments are to
be given strict injunctions that all 12-
year-olds and so forth are not to be
allowed on their premises within the
prescribed hours. A penalty of $100 fine
or 90 days’ imprisonment is provided
in the by-law for anyone aiding an
infraction, >

The mayor was requested a few days
ago to take the license away from one
of the show houses, and this may be
done if the warning is not heeded.

St. Paul Capitalists Buy Timber |

‘and Agricultural Lands
in Oregon

Portland, Ore., April 9.—Eight hun-
dred thousand acres of land, stretch-
ing in a twelve-mile strip between Al-
bany on the west and Ontario, Oregon,
on the east, containing 4,000,000,000 feet
of pine and fir timber, 600,000 acres of
agricultural and grazing land and sur-
rounding six towns, has just been sold.

The land is that embraced in the Wil
lamette Valley and Cascade mountain
wagon road land grant, and was pur-
chased by W. P. Davidson, John E.
Burchard, O. A. Robertson and Joseph
Wood, a company of St. Paul capital-
ists. The price contracted to be paid is
not announced, but it is estimated at
not less than $4,000,000 and may. be con-
siderable more.

The land was owned by Charles Alt-
schul, who is the American representa-
tive of Lazard Freres, of Paris and
London. He, representing the foreign
owners, has held the land intact so far
as possible,

QPPOSE EXTENSION
OF TIMBER LEASES

Chilliwack Residents Forward
Petition to the Federal
Government

Chilliwack, April 8-~The Board of
Trade is evidently being recognized by
many of the residents of the valley as
a power behind the throne, and when-
éver a question involving the settle-
ment of mining, agricultural and tim-
ber lands crops up, it is through that
body that redress is expected. At the
last regular meeting a petition from
the Rosedale residents to be presented
to the department of timber lands was
asked to be endorsed by the board. The
petition was readily endorsed, as the
majority of the members present were
of the opinion that the question was
one of public interest, and worthy of
their support.

It was shown that a timber company
had a lease of some 740 acres of land
at Rosedale. The lease had been run-
ning for a great many years and yet
no attempt has been made by the com-
pany to clear off and market the tim-
ber. A portion of this land is good
agricultural 1and, and the fact that it
is being under lease for timber pre-
vents its being taken up and settled.
An order from the department a year
ago, compelling the timber company to
clear off the land within two years has
been paid no attention to, and an ex-
tension of four more years’ time is
being asked.

This the residents of Rosedale want
to prevent, and hence the petition and
their appeal for support from the
Board of Trade. The petition has also
been endorsed by the municipal council
and forwarded to the department at
Ottawa.

They consider their claim to the site
as ‘strong as the other places in the
province, and will file their claim ar-
cordingly.

FORD COMMITTED
FOR ASSIZE TRIAL

Details of Pitt Meadow Affray
Brought Out in Evi-
dence

New Westminster, April. 8.—8. H.
Ford, the Pitt Meadows farmer, was
committed for trial when he came up
before Magistrate Pittendrigh for his
preliminary. hearing. He did not plead
and evidence for the defence was not
taken. .

A. LeLion, the man who was stabbed
in the back, was the first witness
called. On March 20th he was at his
house when August Schultz and W,
Kenzie called to him and asked him
to go with them and see McKenazie,
another farmer who lived not far
away. He, August Schultz and Henry
Schultz stayed outside McKenzie's
fence, but Kenzie went in the house.
In a short time;, Ford and Xenzie
came out on the step. They seemed
to be quarrelling and McKenzie told
them both to get off the place. He
had not known that Ford was at Mec-
Kenzie's house.

Kenzie came back and the whole four
of them, went back to  his, LeLion's
house.r They had been there a ‘little
while when they went down the road
to see if some Chinamen were dig-
ging a diteh on the road, as it was
Sunday and they wanted to stop them.
Before they got to the ditch they saw
Ford coming wup the road. Kenzie
was - first, LeLion second, August
Schultz' third and Henry Schultz
fourth. As they were passing Ford,
Kenzie said to him, “What about those
stakes in my fleld?” He saw Ford
raise his arm to strike Kenzie. There
wag a knife in his hand. He grabbed
Forfd to stop him stabbing Kenzie and
was stabbed in the back.

Dr. Kenny swore that the injuries
to LeLion never were liable to prove
fatal unless comiplications set in. The
cut on his back was about two inches
long and two inches deep, but it was
in the deep muscles of the back and
was not near any arteries. The in-
juries, which Ford received were not
so serious, although he had to put a
couple of stitches in his head.

At the conclusion of the evidence,
Magistrate Pittendrigh committed
Ford for trial. g

Ford is a well-to-do farmer, being
one of the largest land owners on the
Pitt Meadows. From the trend of the
evidence adduced it is probable that
he will try to prove that his act was
one of self-defence.

CAPILANO STRUCK
ROCK NEAR STEWART

~e,

Arrived in Port This Morning
For Repairs to Her
Stem

Steamer Capilano, of the Union Steam-
ship Company of Vancouver, arrived
in port this morning for the purpose
of undergoing repairs following a ra-
ther serious accident a few days ago
when in Portland canal. Her stem is
badly battered in and she is in a leak-
ing condition, it being necessary to
keep the pumps going all the time.

The captain of the steamer when
seen this morning said that they had
heen to Stewart, had discharged their
cargo for that port, and were leaving
the canal in a blinding snowstorm. Be-
ing anxious to push ahead he did not
do what caution suggested, but Kkept
straight ahead, feeling sure that he
knew the. waters well enough to keep
clear of obstructions. Suddenly the
steamer| struck- with a tremendous,
shock, and it was found that consider-
able damage had been done to the
steamer’s stem, and water was rushing
in. Steps were at once taken to stop
the leak, and this was so successful
that by keeping the pumps going all
the time it was possible to prevent the
water getting at the cargo, This was
discharged in the ordinary way, and
the vessel returned to port.

The Capilano is one of the coasting
freighters operated by the TUnion
Steamship Company, which make regu-
lar weekly trips to Stewart and other
northern points. She was hauled out
on the ways of the Victoria Machinery
Depot.

FIGHTING THE
WHITE PLAGUE

Medical -Men Favor Placing
Maintenance of Sanator-
ium on Government

Vancouver, April 8.—Suggestions that
the task of supporting the tuberculosis
sanatorium at Tranquille, B. C., should
devolve upon the provincial govern-
ment rather than fall upon the should-
ers of the municipalities, were thrown
out at the anti-tuberculosis meeting,
when, after Provincial Health Officer
Fagan had delivered a lengthy paper
on the ravages of the disease and had
urged that the public should come
forward with financial help for the
association. Dr, Proctor and others
advanced the argument that as it was
a national scourage it required national
attention, and that the work was one
for the government rather than for
the societies and municipalities.

A resolution was passed to the ef-
fect that all citizens ought to give
whatever aid they could for the in-
stitution, and the Dominion govern-
ment should come forward with a
grant, while it was well within - the
duty' of the provincial administration
to take over the care of the patients
at the sanatorium, and assume the
expense of its upkeep.
