The
question has not arisen yet, but from what I
hear I belisve the vote wounld lead in that
direction, The veople do not want ton leave
the union. but they feel that reciprocs] trade
with the United States must come. Between
50 and 70 million more fest of lumbsr conid be
manufactured if the dutyin the U. 8. of $2
per 1,000 feet wera taken off, This lumber
would consist chiefly of small spruce and cedar
which cannot be shipped to the English mar-
kets. More than half of the mills now in
operation at 8t, John, N, B., are owaed by
Americans, who msnufacture American lam.
ber in bond and send it to the United !States
free of duty,”

market; by the feeling In the middle states
and the cities that the timber of the nation
is becoming exhausted; by the hope of a
prosperous exportation of gettlers effsots
from the more advanced western states to
the new settlements in our territories and
generally by the desire on the part of the
Unlted States for access to the Canadian
market, The maritime provinces comprise
a sixth part of the Canadian people. We
