Toronto, Ont., June 7.—Goldwin
Smith died this afternoon at 3.20 at
his home, the Grange, at the head of
John street. The end came peace-
fully. Life just ebbed gradually away,
8o gradually that it- was hard to tell
Just when breath left the body.

“Mr. Smith passed away very quiet-
ly,” said Mr. T, Arnold Haultain, his
secretary. “Dr. Grassett, and his as-

. sistants, the members of the family
and myself were at his bedside. He
suffered little, or no pain.”

It was at 3/20 exactly that the end
came. Dr. Smith was unconscious
practically all day, with only very
brief and feeble signs of conscious-
ness. Death came quietly, With
him at the hour of his death there
were Dr. Grassett, Mr. Arnold Haul-
tain, his secretary and the butler.

EARTHQUAKE AND CYCLONE

Assembly Endorses

Rome, June 7.—Great apprehension
has been caused again by seismic dis-
turbances, the official reports showing
that the zone affected by the earth-
quake shocks today is a vast one, em-
bracing practically the whole of
southern Italy, as well as a portion of
Tuscany and Vanetia to the north. But
the district where serious damage oc-
curred only extends about fifty miles
around Mount Vulture, which is an ex»
tinet volcano, near the town of Cal-
itri, in the province of Avellino.

This region has suffered much in
the past from earthquakes, and in
1851, eight hundred persons were kil
led, The number of casualties result-
ing from the earthquake today has not
yet been definitely ascertained, some
of the reports estimating the dead at
fifty and the injured at several hun-
dred. It is feared there are many
buried in the ruins of the houses
which were thrown down in Calitri,
while great damage was done at oth-
er places with doubtless a consider-
able loss of life.

The government has taken hold of
the situation with promptitude and,
although the earthquake occurred durs
ing the night, it was not long before
the military and civil authorities were
hard at work, rendering aid to the ins
Jured, preparing places of shelter for
the homeless and bending their ener-
gles to the re-establishment of order,
