In spite
of the hot weather there is little sick-
ness in the city and the mortality is
low. Only two houses in the district
are placarded for scarlet fever, and
one of these is outside the ty.
One residence in the city is quaran-
tined on account of diphtheria.

No reports have been made to the
health officials which would indicate
the presence of any unusual amount
of infantile ailments due to hot
weather, though in other cities of
Canada the death rate among children
has been agpalling. Usually the
effects of hot weather upon the health
of the people in St, John do not be-
come apparent till August, and then
are not very pronounced, St. John be-
ing one of the healthlest citles on
the continent in summer.
