New York, Oct. 8—The three-masted 
British barque Griffel was damaged by 
fire and sunk tonight while lying at her 
dock in the East River. At the risk of 
their lives firemen and policemen went 

the hold and removed 250 cases of 
gunpowder which were part of the cargo* 
The cases were thrown overboard.

The cargo consisted of 30,000 cases of 
petroleum, general merchandise, gunpow­
der and 250 cases of loaded bird cartridg­
es. When discovered the fire was burn­
ing among the oil cases- Fortunately none 
exploded- The city fire department 
tilled the vessel with water that she sank 
and thus the fire was extinguished- Cap­
tain Billett, his family and some friends, 
who were aboard, got ashore safely.
