A Pen Picture ofbtlhe French Assems
Yo

There is something melo-dramatic in
the French Assembly, which is heighten-
ed by theatrical surroundings, for the
Capitol is a theatre of Louis the Four-
teentl’s construction. The parquette
and first tier of boxes are devoted cxclu-
sively to the use of deputies, and consti-
tute the floor of the chamber. The stage
is closed behind the first wings by a
painting which serves as & background
to the lofty seat of the President of the
Assembly. Before him rises up, out of
the place of the ancient orchestra, the
tribune or pulpit where France delivers
all her legislative specches, whether they
be of five minutes’ or two hours’ length;
and the appearance of some of the depu-
ties in this box recalls the home souvenir
of a boy speaking his piece at a school
exhibition. The tribune is in front and
below the President of the Assembly, in
a position corresponding to that of the
cerk’s desk in the House of Representa-
tives at Washington. ;

In the tribune the speaker’s back is
tarned to the President of the Assembly,
wLkom he practically ignores. He speaks
directly to the deputies, addressing them
as Messieurs; and this way of speaking
straight to the hearers, in-a mercurial
peoplelike the French, intites to disturb-
ance. It is a wise rule in the English
and American legislatures for the speaker
to address himself to the presiding officer
only, and to refer to adversaries in the
third person, and without calling the in-
dividual name, thus diminishing the
chances of offensive personality. In the
heat of angry discussion the Frenchman
sometimes singles out his man and talks
10 him face to face, in a manuer not far
r§nlxloved from that of a fish-woman of the
Hall.

In America, committees, and especi-
ally their chairmen, are sclected by the
‘Speaker of the House and the President
of the Senate, and with some regard to
fitness; in France the committees are;
drawn by lot, and are called bureaus. }
Thus, a Deputy who has spent his life in ]
the construction of railways may be ap-
pointed to look aiter the intcrests of
public education; end another, whose
life has been devot2d to ihe latter, may
be called to snperintend the working of
the former. The drawing by lot iu the
making up of these bureaus is conducted
by the President of the Assembly, aided
by the tip-staffs and and other subordi-
pates. - When a vote is taken in thc
Chamber, green urns of classic shape are
carried around by the tip-staffs, in which
cach Deputy deposits his card, for or
against as the case may be.

There is a ministerial bench immedi-
ately in front of the tribune. where some
of the membe;< of the Cabinet are al-
ways to be found when the Assembly is
in session. Each one, as in the British
Parliament, advocates and defends the
measures emanating from the branch of
Government over which he has charge.’
Furnishing nuts for the ministers to
crack is called interpellation. The defence
of the general policy of the Government is
usually confided-to the ablest speaker of
the Cabinet; under Thiers it was Du-
faure, vader McMahon, it does not yet
appear to have been definitely settled.
In the Ametican Congress there are usu-
ally two divisions, although at the pre-
sent time there are three, consist-
ing of Republicens, Democrats, and
Liberals; in France there are no less then
five—the Right, Right Centre, Left
Centre, Left, and Extreme Lets, or Radi-
cal, often derisively called by its adver-
saries La Nouvelle Couche Sociale. One
or two black-robed ecclesiastics occupy
seats with the Right, for the Church, as
a rule, sustains theidea of a monarchy in
France. ;

_The deportment of some of the Depu-
ties appears rather light and trivial to
American eyes. They bring opera-glasses
with them, and whife the bodyis in ses-
sion they stand up with their back to the
presiding officer and take a cool and
leng.hy survey of the galleries, as specta-
tors do in the orchestra stalls of the
