The dense masses which lined
the streets cheered the procession as it
made its way towards the cathedral,
where the Te Deum was sung. A parade
followed, during which Prince Alexander
left his suite and galloped toward the
troops amid deafening cheers. All the
consulate buildings except that belorg-
ing to Russia were decorated with bunt-
ing and flags in honor of his restoration.

Soria, Sept. 5.—Prince Alexander has
publicly announced his intention of ab-
dicating. He says he cannot remain in
Bulgaria on account of objeclions of the
czar. Before leaving he intends to es-
tablish a regency. At a reception given
to his officers, last night, Prince Alexan-
der bade them farewell and informed
them that he was compelled to abdicate
by the caar, who would not permit him to
remain in Bulgaria. A grand council is
being held to arrange for the regency.

Thousands of copies of the czar's rep{y
to Prince Alexander have been printed
by order of the Russian consul, and dis-
tributed among the people. It is be-
lieved that Russia will give the throne to
the Duke of Aldenbury,who is commander
of a cavalry division at St. Petersburg,
and a favorite of the czar's. The Bul-
garian army officers are greatly excited,
nl'.hougl]lshi is stated that Russia will not
occupy Bulgaria unless civil war should
bre;E out.

At the battle in
which he was supposed to have been
killed he was badly wounded, and for
oyer eight months he was lying in a hos-
pital, hovering between life and death.
