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the salary of the governor-general shall be ten thou-
sand poands sterhng money of the united kingdom
of Great Britamn and Ireland, payable out of the con-
sohdaled revenue fund of Canada, and the same shall
form the third charge thereon. .

108 Subject to the several pavments by this act
charged on the consolidated revenue fund of Canada,
the same shall be appropriated by the parhamentof
Canada for the public service.

107, All stocks, cash, bankers’ balances, and se-
curities for money belonging to each province at the
time of the umion, except as 1n this act mentioned,
shall be the property of Canada, and shall be taken
1n reduction of the amount of the respective debts of
the provinces at the union.

108, The public works and property of each pro-
vince, enumerated in the third schedule to this act,
shall be the property of Canada. |

109. All lands, mines, minerals, and royalties,
belonging to the several provinces of Canada, Nova
Scotia, and New Brunswick at the umwon, and all
sums then due or payable for such lands, munes,
minerals, or royalties, shall belong to the several
provinces of Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia, and New
Brunswick m which the same are situate or arise,
subject to any trusts existing in respect thereof, and
fo any nterest other than that of the province in the
same.
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
