RIVER PETEWAWA.

The leugth of the Petewawa is about 138 miles, and the area of the territory
drained by it covers 2,200 square miles.

It flows from the south, and discharges into the Ottawa 218 miles above St.

Anne. Seven miles from its mouth the Petewawa soparates into two branches. On

these seven miles there are five stations, on the north branch eighteen stations, and

on the south branch eight stations.
