We, ier Majesty's dutiful and loyal subjects the Sonate of Canada in Parlia-ment assembled, respectfully thaik Your Excellency for your gracious Speech at theopening of this Session.
We also thank Your Excellency for expressing, in meeting the Parliament of'Canada for the first time, a feeling of gratitication at having been selected by lerMajesty for the high and important office you now fill, and for assuring us that younow seek our aid and co-operation with great satisfaction.
We are proud and happy to learn froin Your Excellency that in acknowledgingývith profound gratitude the reception which bas been accorded to yourielf, as HoMajesty's representative, Your Excellency is also commanded by Tho Queen toconvey, through us, to the people of Canada, ler thanks for the loyal, generous andkindly manner in which they have welcomed lier daughter.
We are grateful to Your Excellency for assuring us that the contribution ofCanadian products and manufactures to the great National Exhibition at Paris, lastyear, attracted much attention, and it is believed will have a beneficial effect on thotrade of the Dominion with Europe. We accept with pleasure Your Excellency'scongratulations on the success which, we agree with Your Excellency in thinking,ust, in no srnall degree, be attributable to the kind and unceasing exertions of His

toyal Iighness the Prince of Vales, as President of the British section; and wethank Your Excellency foi saying that the Report of the Canadian Commissionorswill be laid beforo us wýhen received.
We beg leave to assure Your Excellency that we share the pleasure wvith whiclYour Excellency has inforned us that the amount awarded for the Fishery Claims,under the Washington Treaty, bas been paid by the United States and that HerMajesty's Government has arranged with Canada and Newfoundland for their respec-tive shares of the award. And we thank Your Excellency for stating that the paperson the subject will be submitted to us.
We are deeply concerned to know that the important and rapidly increasingtrade between Canada and England in live cattle, has been seriously threatened bythe appearance, in various parts of the United States, of pleuro-pneu.monia. Wethank Your Excellency for informing us that in order to prevent the contagionfrom epreading to Canada, and the consequent interruption of the trado, YourExcellency has caused an Order to be issued under " The Animal Contagious Diseases

Act, 1869, prohi biting the i mportation, o r introduction, inlto the Dominion of Amorican
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
