budget as H.R. 6696, calling for a
redefinition of American foreign
policy interests and significant cuts
in the form of very expensive but
useless or vulnerable weapons sys-
tems such as the B-1 bomber, large
nuclear aircraft carriers, the F-15
and F-18 fighter programs, the M-I
Abrams tank, the Bradley person-
nel carrier, the AH-64 combat
helicopter program and many other
programs which do not enhance
American defense interests.

All in all, this is a very interesting
book for anyone interested in con-
ventional or nuclear hardware and
strategy issues. O
