The manner in which universi­
ties and colleges are funded is a 
confusing issue. Students cover ap­
proximately 17 per cent of the to­
tal costs of education by paying 
tuition, while the other 83 per cent 
is paid by the government. There­
fore at Dalhousie, if undergrad tui­
tion is $2,200, the government pays 
approximately $11,000.

Although education is control­
led by the provinces, a great deal of 
the money comes from the federal 
government. Under the Federal-
