looked into he visited the Touohwood Agency and found Mr
Martinesu short $2080,30 , He owsd the Massey-Harris Co §1188.34.
This momey he collected from Indians from the sale of cattle
and orodude, Vhen the time came for settling the Indians'
Scocunts he issusd cheques on the privete bank of D.H. Mebonald
& 0o,which cheques were dishonoured(these cheques I may remark
are in the Departmmfit),which goes to show that the money col-
lected was misappropriated, The Guarantec Oompany paid Shese
aoocounts.
