rrevious letter, also a large hedroom on the top floor. It

is in the front yart of the house and is a comfortable and nice-
ly furnished room, This arrangement would give you and me be-
tween us practically the whole of the front part of the house.,
She seemed to feel that a yood deal of attendence would be re-
quired in answering the door, phone, etc, I explained to her
that this for a time would not be excessive and that so far as
the phone was concerned she would probably, except when we were
absent for our meals or out, have little to do with it, Mr,
Foster, the American Consul General, who has my room at tae
pressnt time, thinke that it would be imposaible to find-in the
eity an arrangement quite as satisfactory, and I am inclined

to agree strongly with him, It was exactly this arrangement

Dr. ¥Minnes made before he got hie own house, ony, as I remember,
there were other persons bearding in the house as well as himself,
He made use of the general parlour as a waiting room and had hie
surgery in the back parlour adjoining. At Mre, Cope'e there

would probably not be three persons come to see the menbéro of
