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of a world emerging from the shock of a tragic war. In 
1945 the world hungered for peace; the 51 countries 
gathered in San Francisco were determined to establish a 
new and dynamic system of international relations based 
on justice and equality rather than power and exploitation. 
International relations have evolved considerably in the 
intervening 30 years, but the hopes of 1945 have still not 
been fully met. Nevertheless, the United Nations has 
successfully risen to many of the challenges that the inter-
vening years have placed before it. Indeed, the Canadian 
Government and people firmly believe that the successes 
of the UN have far outweighed its shortcomings and that 
its continued good health is indispensable to the well-being 
of the world community. We therefore hope and expect 
that progress will continue to be made towards the goals 
and ideals of its founders."
