Story of Two M Montreal
Lacrosse Players

Tle name of Jeremiah -Bernard
Kenna in. thé¢ casualty lists proba-
bly conveyed little to the majority
of the hundreds of ~thousands of
Canadiens who scan th:  tragic
column day by day, but as Jerry
Kenna, first of the Shamrocks, and
later of the Monireal club, he was
known to many |acrosse Ffans in
Toronate. He was  killed in action
on May 26th, while on the previous
day,, another wall-known Montreal
stick-kandler from the Nationals,
John (“Tacks”) Laderoute had fallen
on the field.

Both joined the 23rd Westmount
Battalion. which left Montreal in
February, and after a few wecks’
training in ~*England they * were
transferred ' to the 3rd battalion at
the front, to replace men lost in
the heavy fighting in  April They
were among the first of the rein-
forcements to give up their lives,
Kenna was so anxious to get to the
front quickly tHat he purposely
sellected the corps which was hkely
to leave thesoonest for the f!ghtmg
line. | His aged mother died only
the day before the news of his fate
reacked Montreal. Laderoute had
already haed an expenience of war-
time conditions - before leaving
Canada, for, while doing sentry
duty on the Grand Trunk bridge at
Trenton last’ September, he was
shot in the arm by two men lurking
ia the shadows. As soon as he
recovered from this wound, he
enlisted for aotive service.

Kenne's death recalled
friends - in Montreal an odd little
story ‘connected ‘with his arrival in
Eogland. As the ship bearing the
23rd ' Westmounts entered the Eng-
lish- port, - another. steamer going
out passed s0 cloge that Breetiags
could be exchanged. Leaping to
the rail, Kenma yelled to the captain
on the bridge of the depart.mg
vessel :

“Are you going to Canadaf?”

“Yes,” was the master’s answer,

“Then “tell ‘all the boys %n Canada
that Jerry Kenna is safe and well.”

“Ill  do ~ that,” called back the
captain as the ships’ drew apart, but
with  little expeetation of meeting
anyone - imterested in 80 vague and
general a meésage.
