The
only important proceeding was the re-
ception of a message from Lieut.-Gov-
ernor Dewdney recommending the pas-
sage of an sct to be cited as the “‘Speedy
Incorporation of Towns act, 1897.” The

Speaker Higgins said he saw no rea-
gon why the bil! should not get through
by Friday. If so, Rossland will soon
have men at work on her sewerage
system and a first-class fire apparatus,
provided always that she can prevail on
somebody to loan her $50,000, which she
is entitled to borrow under the act.

Provisions of the Bill.
Printed copies of this incorporation
bill were given out late this evening. It
is introduced by a preamble stating that

‘‘whereas the residents of the towne of
Nelson and Rossland, in the district of
Kootenay, and Grand Forks, in the dis
trict of Yale, are desirous oi securing
immediate incorporation, etc.”’ 2
It provides among other things that
the qualifications of persons who may
be elected mayor shall be that they shall
be male British subjects, residents
three months and registered owners ol
land of the value of over $2,000 over any
incambrance. The mayor and alder-
men first elected shall hold office till
December 31, 1897.  All voters shall be

British male subjects who have lived in }

the place three months before election.

The council may, in the year 1897, but
not afterwards, pass bylaws for borrow-
ing money, in the case of Rossland not
to exceed $50,000, but in the case ol
Nelson and Grand Forks the amounti:
lett blank as yet.

Provisions for Sanitation.

It shall be lawful for the council to
dispose of sewage and deposit the same
outside of the limits of the municipality

in such manner as may be found expe
dient, and from time to time appropri-
ate, take and hold such lands, both in
and beyond the limits of said municipali
ty as may be considered by the coyncil
right and necessary.

The council may levy and collect road
tax for the whole of the year 1897 in the
same manner ag if the corporation had
existed from January 1, 1897. No mu
nicipal tax shall be chargeable upon
minerals in a mine or upon amine in
ane'vma.nner.

here fee simple in any land has been
divested from the crown, either by sep-
aratc grant of the surface or by grant of
minerals, which by the law in force at
the time of issue thereof included a
grant of the surface lands, shall be tax-
able at their value as real estate, except
such portions s are occupied by the
workings of the mine, or used directly in
connection with such workings, or occu-
pied by improvements made for the pur-
pose of working the mine.

The lieutenant-governor in council
shall pay to the treasury of the muni-
cipality the ratable part of the real
estate tax collected within the city for
1897, proportioned to the fraction of the
vear during which the cig' is governed
by the charter now enacted.

All licenses heretofore issued shall be
valid until the period named and upon
expiry shall be issued under the cit
authority. All provisions of the Muni-
cipal act 1896, Municipal ‘Elections act
1896, and Municipalities act 1896, are
made to apply. J.R.R.

HUNTERS OF BIG GAME.

Badminton Club of V_ictona and Two
of Its Noted Members.

Vicroria, Feb. 17.—[Special Corre-
spondence.}—One of the most interesting
institutions of this pleazant little city is
the Badminton club. There are three
clubs here which occupy leading places

—the Badminton, the Union and the
Pacific. The Badminton holds a posi-
tion not unlike thitof the famous Savage
club of London, having about it a sort
of Bohemian flavor, which is quite de-
lightful. Its presidentis Hewitt Bostock,
who takes much interest in it, and
amomg -its members are geveral gentle-
men who have attained some literary
distinction.

The building occupied was formerly a

rivate residence. 1t was evidently the
gome of some well-to-do citizen of the
old regime. It is near the centre ' of
what is now the business district, and is
surrounded by beautiful grounds on
which there are plats of the greenest
grass and much well-kept shrubbery.
Years have given the place a lcok-of re-
se which is most soothing to one who
as spent many months in the rush and
excitement of a great mining camp.

As soon as you are inside you see at
once a strange combination of civilized
refinement and barbaric display, for the
quiet, clean, homelike rooms are decor-
ated with Indian fishing and hunting
utensils, such as spears, arrows, and
grotesque figures cut from wood. These
have been contributed chiefly by two
members of the club, both of whom
have become famous as travelers, hunt-
ers, and authors. They are Clive Phil-
lips-Wolley and Warburton Pike.
“Pglley is well known in Kootenay,
where he has many personal friends.
He was formerly an English consular
officer in the Caucasus, where he first
earned fame as a hunter of big game
and a lover of adventure. :

He inherited a large estate in Shrop-
shire, England, but never lived thers
much as he preferred to roam around

’

the world in search of something a little
out of the usual run. He came out to
Victoria 10 or 12 years ago, and has
since that written two books, one called
“Trottings of a Tenderfoot,” the other
“The Sportsman’s Eden.” The first is
an animated series of letters giving an
account of a visit to the Pacific coast
points of Canada and the United States,
together with his experiences in crossing
the continent on the Canadian Pacific
and Northern Pacific railroads. The
other book relates altogether to his ex-
periences in hunting big game in British
Columbia. .

Wolley built a fine residence in the
outskirts of Victoria, where he has
many acres of ground enclosed and from
which their is 8 charming view of both
land and water. He told me he built
his Victoria house as a sort of minature
reproduction of his manor house'in Eng-
land. I was out thereone afternoon last
week when Wolley had a number of
congenial spirits about him. As soon a8
one enters the spacious halls of this
splendid home he is struck by the ad-
wirably mounted heads of “many of the
wild animals Woolley has killed in vari-
ous parts of the world, chiefly in British
Columbia. The floors of every room are
covered with rugs made of bear skins
and skins of other large animals of the
wilderness. It is a mureum arranged in
a thoroughly artistic and homesike man-
ner, made all the more interesting by
the siory Wolley has to tell of the cir-

particular bear, elk, moose, musk ox or
mountain lion.

Wolley is an ardent lover of nature.
He chafes under the narrow limits im-
posed by the exigencies of civilization,

civilized of men. He has crowded as
much of nature as possible into his Vic-
toria home. The house itself is built on
the crest of a rocky hill, which has a
wide expanse of sea behind it, and a
forest of the wildest and most pictur-
esque oaks in front of it. Here he
svends his forenoons in literary work.
He writes much for the magazines,
dashing off a poem of unusua merit
now and then in the midst of more eeri-
ous work. Some lines he was kind
enough to write for Tue MINER sume
time ago breathed a noble sentiment,
and have been widely copied and univer-
sally admired.

About midday the poet-hunter gets
Jown to the_Badminton club and spends
an hour or two with his friends, but I
have never seen him there in the even-
ing. His personal appearance might
jead oné to believe hiw a great hunter,
but the vein of genuine poetry in the
man would hardly be suspected. He

say, and the gentleners and the senti-
ment only show themselves on more
intimate acquaintance.

Warburton Pike is even more of a
traveler and huunter than Wolley. He
has probably spent more time in really
wild and unexplored countries, and has
perhaps endured more privations and
hardships. He, too, inherited wealth in
England, and like Wolley came oul
some ten or twelve pears ago. Most ol
his hunting expeditions have been i
the northern districts of British North
America.
“Through the Subarctic Forest,”” and
“The Barren Ground of Canada.”’

Mr. Pike is not a poet like Mr. Wol-
l{e[y, but he writes good English prose.

is style is admirably adopted to the
art of marratia, being simple and
Jdirect with sufficient imagination to im-
nart color and feeling. In “‘Through
.he Subarctic Forest’’ he tells of his ex-
periences on the Pelly river, in the Pelly
lake region, and of a trip down the
Youkon. In his other byok he gives
charming accounts of hunting caribou
+nd muek ox in the barren lands of the
north. These hunting and exploring
journeys have been undertaken by Mr.
Pike solely for the amount oflenjoyment
he got out of them. The same with his
boloks, although both have had a large
sale.

Some years ago he took upall the good
land on Saturna island, which is 40 miles
north of Victoria in the gulf of Georgia.
There are only about 10,000 acres of land
on the entire island and all of this is not
good. Mr. Pike has a miniature king-
Jom here of his own. He has a farm
house, sheep, cattle and horses, pige
and chickens. The island is also well
stocked with deer and grouse, so that
he has good shooting whenever he wants
it. Two or three other Englishmen live
on the island and a boat lands once a
week to bring mail and supplies. When
Mr. Pike gets tired of hisisland he runs
down to Victoria, and can at such times
be found most of the time at the Badmin-
ton, where he likes to smoke a pipe
and read a book. He is rather tall in
statute, sparely built, carelessly dressed
and of easy, quiet, affable manner. He
is not the least of an egotist. as one can
eagily see by reading his books, but of a
modest, retiring dispogition, never speak-
ing of his own exploits except under
close questioning.

There are other interesting people in
the Badminton besides Wolley and Pike,
and I may write of some of these at an-
other time.

Mayflower, and assays up to 65 ounces
in silver and $10 in gold. The present
shaft will be sunk about 50 feet, when
work will be started on the gouth vein,
the same ledge on which the Mayflower
is now working.

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The Josie’s Drain Tunnel.

The Josie is not shipping ore now, and
has taken one of its machines off ore to
work on the drain funnel that is ncw
being run on the south side line of the
mine at the 100-foot level. The tunnel
is being worked from both ends and has

yet 30 feet to go.

MINING NOTES.

The machinery for the Iron Colt left
Montreal Monday.

Two shifte are working in the Ibex
tuunel, which is now in 80 feet.

The Ottawa tunnel was measured Mon-
day and found to bein 75 feet. The
men hope to strike the lead in the next
twenty to thirty feet. Six men are in
the tunnel, working two shiits.

The Great Western, in order to push
development work faster, has put on
three eight-hour shifts. The shaft is
now down 25 feet, and when a depth of
75 is reached fhe machinery will be

ready for work.

W. S. Haskins, the superintendent of
the Gopher, was in town Monday, and
reported that the tunnel is in 129 feet
and the whole face in ore; top, bottom,
and sides looking even better than at
any other point.

Of the 571 tons shipped hy the Le Roi
last week 360 tons were sent to the Trail
smelter and 211 tons to other smelters.
The 0. K. made noshipments during the
past week, but Monday- it sent 19 tons
to the Great Falls, Mont., smelter, which

‘will figure in the returns for this week.

A report has come in from Sullivan
creek that the Heather Bell has six feet
of solid ore in the bottom of tie shaft.
The grade of the ore is not known.

The good ore in the face of the upper
tunnel in the Cliff has been gradually
widening since it was first uncovered a
week ago, and now measures nearly
three feet.

The tunnel of the St. Paul is now in a
distance of 131 feet. The ore in the face
of the tunnel is becoming more highly
mineralized, and the ledge may be
struck at any moment. This body of
ore is not the White Bear ledge, as the
tunnel will have to be run a distance of
150 feet more to tap it in the St. Paul
ground.

J. W.Gilson let a eontract today for
the Iron Hope company for the sinking
of an additional 30 feet in the shaft on
the Iron Hope, which adjoins the Zilor
on the east. The shaft is now down 30
feet and shows about 12 inches of ore.

W. A.Campbell has bought the Violet
and the Maggie claims, next to the
Southern Cross group on Lake mount-
ain. He has incoporated a company to
work these claims under the title of the
Royal Victoria Gold Mining company.

The property known as the Royal Gold group, forming a part of the property
of the above company, is composed of seven claims, namely: (1) Royal Gold,
(2) Gold Crown, (3) Fernwell, (4) Tull, (9) Gold Eagle, (6) Granite Mountain and
(7) Florence.

They are all contiguous, the one to the other, and have at least three large
and well defined ledges, and an exceptionally fine iron capping. In all probability

‘there are other ledges crossing the property which the wash and snow hid

from my view.

FORMATION. These three ledges, which are parallel to each other, run
nearly north and south and are about 300 feet apart. They are easily traceable
from one to two thousand feet across the property and are at right angles to the
wountain. The country contact on the three ledges, so far as we are able to
determine at present, is similar in all, having both foot and hanging walls of slate.

To the west of ledge No. 1 and about 150 feet distant is the iron-capping re-
ferred to above. It is heavily impregnated with iron pyrites but no development
work has been done, nor any assays taken, yet from its appearance we think we
can safely predict that good ore will be found near it. We would certainly recom-
mend thorough exploratory work, as soon as practicable, on this showing.

Three hundred feet to the east is the ledge to be known as No. 1, upon which
work is being vigorously pushed with VERY satisfactory results. Here an incline
shaft, following the mineral, is being sunk and at the 'present time is down about
35 feet. The ledge dips at an angle of about 30 degrees and is composed of quartz -
heavily mineralized, carrying a rich pay streak of 2} feet the whole length of the
shaft. :

INDICATIONS. There is evidence of the fact, mentioned by the foreman,
that every foot of depth attained showed a perceptible widening of the pay rock,
and we may reasonadly expect that by the sinking of an additional 35 feet there
will be still greater improvements.

Three assays, recently made from rock taken across the shaft gave the

Assays of ore taken at other times have run as high as $62.50 in all
values. ' Tt is the intention of the management to push the work on this shaft as
they have strong reasons for expecting a good body of shipping ore at no great
depth. Ledge No. 2 lies about 300 feet east from No. 1. There is no work doneon
it, nor assays made, but it is a strong quartz ledge of fine appearance and unknown
width, having an outeropping of about four feet. It is traceable for a consider-
able distance across the group.

About 250 feet east of No. 2 is ledge No. 3, which is an exceptionally fine look-
ing ledge, about 40 to 60 feet wide, and I expect to hear of surprising results soon
after exploratory and development work is,begun. No work has yet been done
on this vein, but a single surface assay returned $10.05 in silver and lead, with
a trace of gold. This ledge forms a very good tunnel proposition, and the man-
agement expects to tap the ledge at a depth of from 50 to 75 feet as soon as the
snow is off the grouad.

SURROUNDINGS. The claims are nearly all well timbered, with abundance 3
of the hest size and quality of timber for all mining purposes, and there is also
plenty of water to carry on development work on the property the year round.

Parts of the claims offer grand bujlding sites, in open, pleasant situations,
making it possible for the miner to have his home and family in a desirable lo-
cality, and within a very short distance of the mine.

CONCLUSION. These properties certainly deserve the confidence of the in-
vesting public, and I believe will become a source of profit to stockholders.
