Odessa, Sept., 21—London 12.56 
p.m—Russian ships have sunk a 
German submarine which has 
been operating recently in the 
Black Sea.

The Russian war office said on 
September 11:

“Enemy submarines have been 
reported in the Black Sea near the 
coast of Crimea. Destroyers and 
submarines have been sent to pur­
sue them.” A subsequent despatch 
from Petrograd said a submarine 
of the new German type had ex­
changed shots with the Russian 
coast on the Kerch peninsula in 
the Crimea. The size and type of 
this beat and the interruption of j 
land communication between Ger­
many and Turkey made it appear j 
that the underwater flotilla had 
been sent from Germany to Tur­
key by sea.

The feat of eluding the British 
blockade and passing through the 
Strait of Gibraltar and the Dar­
danelles was accomplished last 
summer by Captain Otto Hersing 
with the submarine U-51, which 
was said later to have been sunk 
in the Black Sea by Russian war­
ships.

Paris, Sep. 21—Curious effects of 
war on arterial circulation, was th; 
subject of a report made last night 
to the Academy of Sciences by Dr. 
A. Moutier. Whereas the normal ar­
terial tension is represented by the 
figure 15 in almost all casse of sol­
diers returning from the front it ,s 
found to have fallen to seven or 
eight.

It frequently has been found, 
Dr. Moutier said, that when a 
soldier has a wound in one of 
his limbs, the tension in that is 
lower than in the one which is sound. 
He believes these circulatory troubles 
have much to do with producing va­
rious complications, such as gaseous 
gangerine, tetanus and frozen feet. He 
expressed the belief that many ampu­
tations might be avoided by the regu­
lation of arterial circulation,
