10 o’clock, John Cameron, presi-
nt of the Ottawa Trades and La-
Council, who oecupied the chair,

In his opening re-
nl\s Mr. Cameron referred to the

Continuing, the,
peaker spoke of the strong repre-)

A storm of protest arose from the

Upon one of the
committee stating that the conven-
tion was at present in the hands of
the reception committee;, it was
rnanimously decided to hear the
Minister of Labor, and the protest
was vetoed.

Mr. Crothers stated that it was
rot his intention to take up the time
o. the convention. He was glad . to
have the opportunity of greeting
them, and particularly glad that the
convention was being held in the cap-
ital city, as it swould give an’'oppor-
tunity perhaps teo. learn how thineg
actually proceedeéd 4n rliament. He
wonld like to see the people of Can-
ada more familiar with parliament:
