Hon, Mr Foster in his budget speech
referring to the financial position of the
Domiuion, said : “As a whole, our ex-
penditure and income stand as follows :

We took care of the ordinary expemdi-
tares of the country out of the
consolidated fund, we laid a sum by in
the sinking fund for the reduction of the
debt amounting to 1,807,237, and had a
wurplus of $3,985803, which we placed
over against capital expenditure, and
came out at the end with an increase to
the debt of only £3,170.” He gave the
amount of the net debt as $237,633, 211,
and added, “the average per capital
interest paid on the net debt in 1887 88
