Paris, Deéc. "1 —-—French soldiers to
the number of 1,400,000 were killed
during the+war, according to a state-
ment by Socialist Deputy Voilen in
the Chamber of Deputies this afternoon
during an interpellation of the gov-
ernment on demobilization.

Deputy Voilen asked that the sol-
diers be returned to the soil and fac-
tories without delay, and continued:
“] betray no secret when I say that
the problem of demobilization presents
itself thus: We mobilized 6,900,000
men; we had about 1400009 3§d
while 800,000 recovered from WOu
wa are going to demobilize 1,200,000
reserves, territorial, and heads of fam- J
ilies.”

Pte. Wm. Tindall, Reported Kllled

To have one son ki'led in action and

to receive the Croix de Guerre award-
ed to him for his gallantry at the Bat-
tle of Amiens and through this news
to find that her other son, whom she
had not seen for over five years prior
to the outbreak of the war was alive,
has been the experince of Mrs. D. Tin-
dall, 126 Fourtecnth street.

..This week Mrs. Tindall received the
French Croix de Guerre awarded her
sen, the late Sergt.-Major Steven Tin-
dall, 425417, witn’ a letter from the

at the Battlé of Amiens during the
month of Auzust, 1918. A letter was
also received from the French Com-
mandant of Infantry of the 57th Div-
ision, giving an account of the splen-
did work accomplished by the late
Sergt.-Major while under heavy fire.
A translation of the contents of this
letter, which was written in French,
follows:

“Perceiving an enemy group which
had spread out wvehind the British
lines, and by its firing was causing
serious losges, Sergt.-Major Tindall
approached it, creeping, killed two
Germans, and took back two others as
prsqners.”

The late Sergt -Major Tindall enlist-
ed as a Private with the 45th Battal-
ion, January 12th, 1915, and went over-
seas in March, 1916, reaching France
that same Spring with a draft of the
First CM.R.’s. He was wounded Sep-
tember, -1916, but returned to the
trenches in November, where he was
on duty until June, when he broke his
fingers. Upon recovery from this mis-

Tindall, hom she had not seen for
was still alive. An aunt, who resides
in Blackpool, England, had written a
leitter to Sergt. Tindall. The boy be-
ing dead, the letter was ret{u'ned and!
Mrs. Hobbs went to Liverpool to the
firm for whom this soldier used to
work, to tell them of his death. They
told her that Private Charles William
Ti\ndall, who-had been reported killed
in‘action in an old country paper, but
not in the casualty list, was alive and
a patient in the Kirkdale Hospital,
Liverpool. Private Tindall, whom his
mother has not seen for many years,
was working in the United States, but
came to Canada to enlist and go over
seas. Just recenily he was returned
to Canada from overseas, and is in
an Ontario hospital. He expects to
get his discharge soon, and will vigit
his mother in Brandon.
