General News.

—The spire of a church at Middleton,
Pa., that was bent by a storm in 1826,
was straightened out by the recent
gale.

~Wm. McGowan, of New York,
killed his mother the other .day by
throwing her out of a five story win-
dow.

—A late despatch from Panama
states that in five months, April to Sep-
tember, of last year, 20,000 persons
died of smallpox in Gautamalo.

—The Mounted Police patrols along
the Manitoba bLoundary are watching
lest armed Indians cross over from the

American side.

—Audy Johnson, “the Pineville Ter-
vor:” who has killed at least twenty
men, has taker the pulpit at several
meetings in the. mountain districts of
Kentucky. The meetings arc largely
_a"btumlcd.

—A Waghington special reports that
there is a probability that the govern-
ment will augment the revenue cutter
service in Belriug soa, next spring, by
seven well armed vessels.

—More than 2,000 women of India
sent a petition 60 feet in length toJ
Queen Victoria, praying for the in-
crease of the age at which marriage may
be legally entered into by women.

—In every tobacco factory at Key
West, Florida, there is a ‘‘reader.”
Cubans and Spaniards cannot talk with-
gesticulation. To keep them from talk-
ing and dropping their‘ work in order to
use the hands, a person is employed to
read aloud during wotking hours.

—Great uneasiness is felt along the
Lower Mississippi, owing to the un-
finished condition of the levees, and the
heavy snowstorms with prospect of a
thaw.
