JAPS ALMOST CERTAIN OF VICTORY,

has yet been received in London of re-

rort from Batavia, Java, of a naval 
attle of the Anambas Islands, and 
as there is no' cable connection with 

these islands it is difficult to see how 
Batavia could have got such news be­
fore Singapore. A despatch to Lloyds 
from Singapore confirms the Associat­
ed Press first information regarding 
the composition of the Russian squad­
ron which passed there April eighth. 
Lloyds agent says it was composed of 
seven battle ships, two armored 
cruisers, five unarmored cruisers, 
three converted cruisers, seven torpedo 
boat destroyers and steamers and hos­
pital ships and a tug.

Opinions of Experts.

New Turk, April 12.—A London 
despatch to- the World says:—Rear 
Admiral Gayles, a distinguished naval 
strategist and expert, writes in the 
London llaily Telegraph: “We may 
expect that the whole passage of the 
Russian fleet to the north through the 
China Sea will be marked by con­
tinual harrassing by. Japanese tor­
pedo boat destroyers, whose'supreme 
object will be to wear down the 
Russian fleet ship by ship, and 
when the supreme moment„ arrives 
for action between the battle fleet** if 
such an event should take place, 
Admiral Togo's superiority may even 
be greater than at present. It is prob­
able that there will be little occurring 
in the way of a naval action while the 
Russians are so clos»* to territorial 
liters. At present they could seek 
sanctuary at almost any moment, if it 
was desired, and this is not what the 
Japanese wish. So that if Admiral 
Rojestvensky does not go into Saigon 
(French Cochin China) to carry out es­
sential repairs, I should say the first 
serious engagement will take place 
north of this French base. It is certain 
that Rojestvensky will give the Philip­
pine Islands as wide <1 berth as possi­
ble on account of the lack of sympathy 
which is known to exist in the United 
States with Russia’s far east policy.
