The tret notification we had of the
affair was by handbills ported In vari­
ous directions, offering a reward of 
•800 for Information which will lead 
to the apprehension and conviction of 
the person who attempted to shoot 
Mr. Blake at Nelson, on Monday 
looming of last week. It appears by 
the Ac/vewoe of Friday last that on the 
Sunday night previous Mr. Blake 
went opto Nelson and stopped at Mrs.

I may also add that tbe Trustees are 
very anxious that all tho parents and 
friends of the pupils would visit all 
tho publie schools oftener than they 
do, but more particularly take advan­
tage of the day on which tho schools 
are open to the public, viz., the last 
Wednesday In each month. By that 
moans tho pupils would get accus­
tomed to tho presence of visitors, and 
not have so much hesitancy or want of 
confidence at tho publie examinations.

Death of George Brown the Cham­

pion Oarsman
We received the following despatch 

at 2 o’clock this afternoon:
Halifax, July 8th.—George Brown 

the champion oarsman, died at one 
o'clock to-day. He Is to bo boriej on 
Saturday at Herring Cove. The im­
mediate cause of death was oppression 
of tbe brain.

Tbe death of the great oarsman is 
an event that will excite mucli regret 
especially among boating men. It is 
questionable if Brown had a superior 
us an oarsman in the world. He was 
born in 1839, and therefore thirty-six 
years old at his death. Brought up as 
a fishermen, and accustomed to handle 
the oar from his earliest years, he look 
u lore trust place among oarsman as 
soon us he entered into aquatic con­
tests. The first race in which lie 
prominently figured was when be de­
feated George Lovitt, in 1864, and be­
came the winner of the champion's 
belt. It was not until 1871, when tlie 
aquatic carnival look place, that 
Brown signally distinguished himself, 
tie.then .delqatçd.Harry .Kelly, Bag­
uait, Coulter and LoviU,*and closely 
pushed Sadler. In 1872, be defeated 
Robert Fulton, of this city, ill a race 
al Digby. In 1873 he defeated John 
"Igliii at Bed told Basin, and in July
»4, lie rowed against Wm. Scharfl

Bigliu at Bed told Basin, and in July 
1874, lie rowed against Wm. Scharfl 
at Springfield Mass., defeating him 
alto. Hie last race was on Ihe Ken- 
ncbeccasis, on September 26th, 1874, 
when he was so closely pressed by 
young Eph Morris, of Pittsburg.— 
Brown never before had to pull so 
hard for a race, but he won by less 
than a boat length. Ho issued a 
challenge to Sadler, the English oars­
man, but no satisfactory arrangements 
could be made and the race did not 
take place, llrowu was a man of re­
tiring rti6|iositioii, modvst and reserv­
ed. His death will doubtless be a 
heavy blow to aquatic sports iu Hali­
fax.— Globe.

Trade in the States.
The N. Y. Shipping List of Satur­

day reviews the financial and commer­
cial situation across the line as iollows :

Business has settled down into the 
usual summer lassitude, the mercan­
tile classes, wisely, being more intent 
now upon a relaxation ol the bow, 
seeking cool retreats and recreation 
here and there rather than upon bar­
gaining in merchandise, and Inertia 
will donbtlees be the rale for the en­
siling five or six weeks. The distri­
buting movement, as a whole, re­
mains as for some time past, slow.— 
Groceries, with the exception of col- 
fee, iu which there has been within a 
few days more life, arc very dull, 
metals of all kinds remain depressed, 
dry goods are stagnant, and Ihe pro­
ducts of the tor East find no demand, 
except 111 a small jobbing way. The 
export movement, however, quickens ; 
grain, provisions, and petroleum, es­
pecially the former, flowing outward 
pretty Ireely, and with the continental 
crop reports much less flattering than 
they have been; .the accounts from 
France, Hungary and Russia, particn- 
larly being gloomy, owing to floods in 

id droulht in others,some districts an„
the outlook Is more promising for „ 
continued demand for onr cereals, if 
prices be kept within reasonable lim­
its. The weather in onr immediate 
neighborhood is all that could be de­
sired for maturing the crops, and the 
reports generally throughout the coun­
try are favorable, though In a lew sec­
tions clouded to some extent by heavy 
storms and insect depredations. The 
indications now are that the aggre­
gate Wheat yield, Fail and Spring, of 
the country will reach very nearly, if 
not quite, an average crop. In the 
South tho harvest Is drawing to aclose, 
and in tlie great Wheat belts of the 
West the horn of the reaper will soon 
be heard In the Held; with favorable 
weather for garnering the crop, and 
with prices tending upward, it 
would seem that the agricultural 
classes will have no reasonable cause 
for complaint.
