Niagara Falls, N. Y., Jan. 17.—John 
Hudson. 45 years old, is locked up 
at police headquarters on the charge 
ot attempting to commit suicide. Pat­
rolman Roeder was standing at the 
American end of the lower steel arch 
bridge about 11 o’clock lost night 

. when he was startled by the cries of 
Loan : a man apparently coming from the 

centre of the bridge. Roedee rushed 
onto the structure and as he readied 
the middle he saw four or five men 

scuffle. They were trying to 
subdue Hudson, who is said to have 
tried to climb the railing of the bridge 
and drop to death. 200 feet below.

The police say Hudson is unbal­
anced. One of tbe men who frustrated 
his attempt at self-destruction said 
that Hudson was noticed acting queer- 
ly but no attention was paid to him 
until he began to take off his cloth­
ing Then Hudson shouted that he 
was going to end his life and was ut­
tering lusty farewells when several 
men jumped onto him. Hudson put 
up a stiff battle but was finally lodged 
at police headquarters.
