A gentleman had told him
that the Assistant Commissioner bad made a
mistake, and that he had had to get a poli-
tical friend to go with him to the Commis-
sioner to get the matter rectified.

Mr. PARDEE denied that any favouritism
had been shown by the Government in any
case, all parties being treated alike. The
Assistant Commissiofier had made a mistake,
which had been corrected without the inter-
vention of any political friend. The fourth

MINISTERIAL EXPLANATION.

Mr. MOWAT said that he considered it
would only be right to make some statement
inregard to the changes which had taken
place in the composition of the Cabinet. He
referred to the resignation of the Hon. Mr.
Wood as Provincial Treasurer, the appoint-
ment of Mr, Young, and his resignation sub-
sequently on the ground of ill-health, he be-
ing succeeded by the hon. member for Huron
(Mr. A. M. Ross). -Regarding the Minister
of Education, the sad cause which had
rendered unavoidable a new Minister was well
known. He referred to the career ot the
present Minister in educational work.
In the House there were members, any
one of whom would have discharged
the duties of Minister extremely well, and he
might state that in selecting the hon..mem-
ber for West Middlesex it was not done with-
out personal conference with every one of
those members whose names had been men-
tioned in connection with the office. With
regard to the policy of the department, in the
main it would b the same as had been pur-
sued hitherto. If there were any changes it
would be in matters of detail, which, per-
haps, the same Minister would have made
had be continued in office. One subject had
excited considerable interest in the country,
viz., the question whether there should be
one or two series ot new readers. The for-
mer Minister of Education thought on the
whole that whatever advantages there were
in one set the advautages of having more
than one were greater. The practice ot having
more than one series was a practice which
prevailed in England, and ajso, he believed,
in everyone of the States cf the Union, and
the commmittee which had been appointed to
consider the question with only one excep-
tion reported in faveur of more than one
series being sanctioned. Under these circum-
stances the acting Minister of Education
could not see his way clear to reverse that,
and had the Government done so no doubt
hon. gentlemen opposite would have cried
out monopoly or centralization. (Laughter.)
The present Minister. had always thought
that one set of reacers was extremly desir-
able, and he was of opinion that he could
make an arrangement for one set being au-
thorized. It was extremely brobable that
that course would be taken, and in that
there was a variation from the policy pre-
viously pursued.

Mr. MEREDITH said it was to be regretted
that, when there was a vacancy in the office
of Minister of Education, they had not
abandoned the principle of having a politician
at the head of the department. He was satis-
fied the thinking portion of the public were
convinced that it was a mistake when the
change was made from the old system, and
when the plan was adopted of hav-
ing a resident Minister at the head
of educational aflairs. He thought it
was well to avoid sectional masters, but
he called attention to the fact thas with the

then spoke of the representation of the far-
mers in the Cabinet. The hon. gentleman
had now notonly five out of six who were
lawyers but had taken in one that they made
so by Act of Pariiament. There ought to be
a representative of the farmers in the Cabi-
net.
THE RAT PORTAGE BRIGADE.

Mr. MEREDITH asked for—1. The dates
when George R. Pattnilo and George Burden
were appointed commissioners in the disputed
territory. 2. Whether they were appointed
by commission and if not, how they were ap-
pointed. 3. What salary or renumeration it
was provided or agreed that the commis-
sioners were tu receive or they have actually
received.

Mr. MOWAT replied that in regard to the
first question Messrs, Pattullo and Burden
were appointed commissioners on the 12th of
June last. Secondly, they were gppointed
under a commission under the authority of
the Act. They had other duties besides
those resulting from their commission. Mr.
Burden was Chief of Police, but he had no
commission as such., Messrs. Burden, Pat-
tullo, and Lyon were afterwards an Advisory
Committee to look after the interests ot the
province on the various guestions constantly
arising between Manitoba and Ontario. Mr.
Pattullo also was superintendent of the work
of collecting the minerals and productions of
the country which were sent to the Toronto
aud other exhibitions. Thirdiy the salary
of Mr. Burden was at the rate of $1,600 a
year, with expenses covering board and
lodging. That was a temporary arrangement,
Mr. Pattoilo while enzag d in professional
work was paid at the rate of §3a day with
expenses. They had not received a settie-
ment infull. Fourthly, in a sense the em-
ployment of the commissioners stiil subsist-
ed. They had not prepared their report, the
work having been delayed by the illness of
Mr. Pattailo. :

The deputy returning officer left
Owen Sound—(hear, hear)—by the steamer
Beacher two days before the polling day, but
a sterm sprang up—(languter)—and the
vessel had to shelter. the returning officer
thus not arriving in time to open the poll,
No voter was prevented on that account from
giving his vote, as a railway train was run
from Algoma Miils to the next polling place,
Serpent River, and took all the voters.

Mr. MEREDITH—Is the hon. gentleman
telling us that from his own knowlndge,
(Hear, hear, and laughter.)

Mr. MOWAT said he was not there—

seven in the township of Robinson. He
charged the Conservative¥ with having
brought over two hundred American fisher-
men and others, some coming even from
Detroit, to vote for the Conservative candi-
date. He also stated that aftemps had been
made to bribe the'returning offickrs, and that
officials of the Dominion Govérnment Had in-
terféred to prevent Reformers frém recording

In 1881 the
population on Dawson and Cackbura islands
was 208, There were 69 occupiérs, but hon.:
gentlemen opposite said they were fishermen.
This ‘fact was beyond controversy, 'that
in Cockburn island, where 65 votes were
‘polled 1n'1882, hon, gentlemen oppo:Me chose
to leave that island wholly iunrepresented
and without polling places, 1ndicating a
deliberate attempt to disfranchise the
electors of the constituency. The mat-
ter would, however, be investigated in
the courts, and then they would see who was
right or wrong in the matter.

Mr. LAUDER moved the adjournmeat of
the debate.

The almost daily question as to when the
Public Accourits wi’?be brought down, brings
forth the daily ansWwer, “In a few days,”
IThese few days have now actually lengthened
out into weeks, and vet this important report
has not been prodnced.

Ia the division list last week the name of
Mr. Morgan (South Norfolk) appeared among
the Ministerial supporters. It should have
been Mr. Morin, of Welland, Mr, Morgan’s
name also appeared, in its proper place, among
the Opposition, °

In our account of the proceedings in the
ngxlmtnre last week, the name of Mr. Hess
(North Perth) was inadvertently omitted
from the division list. On his way to Toronto,
on the previous Monday, the hon. member
received the sad tidings of the death of his
brother, and immediately turned back. He ar-
ranged, however, that in case of a division
before his return to the House, he should be
paired with Mr. McKim, which was done, as
appears by our contemporary.

Mr. Meredith on Tuesday elicited the infor-
mation frbm the Commissioner 6i Crown
Lands that the expenditure of $20,000 voted
for colonization roads is made upon the fiat
of th: Commissioner, and not under any
order-in-Council. In view of thé weli-known
fact that this item in the public accounts
means a large amount of political influence,
which the Government has not been slow to
avail itself of, the knowledge that the dis-
posal of the funds is solely in the hands of

the Commissionet of Crown Lands is not re-
assuring,

In moving for returns with reference to
schools Mr. Wood brought out the following
facts :—1. The rate on the dollar varies in
every school section in every township in the
province, as shown by the returns of the in-
spectors, 2, Owing to the imperfect princivle
governing the distribution of the Government
grant, a large proportion is received by sec-
tions that are wealthy and require a small
rate for ordinary purposes. 3. While some
sections in the province were paying, in 1883,
one-nalf of a mill on the dollar, others were
compelled to pay as high as four cents. 4, A
large majority of the inspectors are in favour
of a change, and the evil ‘is so idespread
that an early remedy is ~poaitivel§required.

THE EDUCATION REPORT.

Hon G, W, Ross’ Firat Report to the Legis-
lature,

The following is a summary of the contents
of the report of the Minister of Education :—

The total receipts tor 411 Public school pur-
poses for the year 1882 amounted to $3,469, -
990. showing an increase of $210,751 over the
total receipts of the year 1881.

Expenditure, —The amount paid by trustees
for saiaries of teachers in 1882 was $2,144,-
448 ; increase, $38,429,

The average cost per pupil, based on total
expenditare, was §6.03 x'l())r rural distriets,
$3.81 for cities, $6.86 for towns, being for
the whole province, $8.42,

TheSchool Act of 1881 requires every Mu-
nicipal Coungil, after the 1st of January in
each year, to cause its assessor toset down on
the annual assessment roll, in separate col-
umns, the number of children of the ages, over
sixteen and under twenty-one, and between
seven and thirteen, in addition to the column
between five and sixteen. \

The law at present requires that the trus-
tees’ returns of school pepulation shall include
the whole - number of children resident in
their school division ; and confers the equal
right of attending the school: upon all resi-
dents insuch division, between the ages of
five and twenty-one years,

The  school population (comprising ouly
children between:the.agesof five and sixteen
. years) r:gmd by trustees was 483,817 ; de-
mm' 8 wnersa e

The number of pupils bétween the ages of
five and sixteen years; attending the schools
was 457,178 ; decrease, 2,648, Number of
pupils of other ages attending the schools,
14,334 ; decrease, 2,108. Total number of
pupilsattending theschools,471,512; decrease,
4,756.

The number of boys attending the schools,
246,966; decrease, 4,695, The'number of girls
attending the schools, 224,546 ; decrease, 61.

The average attendance, viz., the aggregate
daily attendance divided by the number of
legal teaching days in the year, being 222 for
rural and 211 for urban schools, was 214,176 ;
decrease, 1,088,

The average attendance of pupils is eleven
and a-half per cent. of the total population,

Number of teachers, male and female,—In
the 5,203 schools reported, 6,857 teachers
have been employed, decrease, 65 ; of whom
3,062 are male teachers, decrease, 300; and
3,795 are iemale teachers, increase, 235,
There are 733 more female than male teachers.

Ancual salaries of teachers.—The highest
salary paid to a male teacher in county, $900
—the lowest, $120: in a city, the
highest, §1,100—the lowest, ; in a
town, the highest, §1,000—the lowest,
$240. The average salary of male teachers in
counties was $385—of female teachers, $248;
in cities, of male teachers, $742—of female
teachers, $331 ;: in towns, of male teachers,
$676—of female teachers, $273. The num-
ber of teachers who had attended the Normal
schools at ' Toronto or Ottawa was 1,873, an
increase of 74.

Prayers and Ten Commandments,»—Of the
5,203 schools reported, the daily exercises
were opened and closed with prayers in 4,627
of them, increase 126, and the Pen Command-
ments were taught in 2,798, decrease, 4.
While the Public Schools Act provides that
** No person shall require any pupil in any
Public school to read or study from™ any re-
ligious book, or to join in‘any exercise of de-
votion or religion objected to by his or her
pavént,” the Department —has framed
regulations of a recommendatory nature
on the subject, with forms of prayers, in
the earnest hope that school boards, trustees,
and teachers may thus be better enabled to
impress upon their pupils the principles and
duties of our common Christianity. In 4,627
out of 5,203 schools, religious exercises of the
kind recommended by the Department, are
voluntarily conducted.

The number of Roman Catholic Separate
schools is 193, decrease during the year, 2.

Receipts.—The amount apportioned and
paid by the Department of Kducation from
the legislative grant to Separate schools, ac-
cording to average.attendance ot pupils, as
compared with that at the Public schools in
the same municipalities, was $14,381, in-
crease, $312. - The amount of school rates
from the supporters of Separate schools was
$97,251 ; increase, $3,829. The amount sub-
scribed by supporters of Separate schools
and from other sources was $55,105: in-
crease, $25,522. Total amount received from
all sources was $166,738 ; increase, $29,665.

Expenditure.—For paymens of teachers,
$84,095 ; merease, $5,234 ; for maps, prize
books, and libraries, $1,302; increase, $219 ;
for sites and building school-houses, $36,860;
increase, $15,776; for other school purposes,
$32.081 ;Nincrease, §6,385.

Pupils.—The number of pupils reported as
attending the Separate schools was 26,148 ;
increase, 1,329, Average attendance, 13,574 ;
increase,

The whole number of teachers employed in
the Separate schools was 390 ; increase, 16 ;
male teachers, 98 ; decrease, 7; female teach-
ers, 202 ; increase, 23,
