Berlin July 3.d, 1867.

Since 1 last wrote #e have enjoyed unusu-
ally growing weather ; the crops look ex-
cellently, and the zrowth has been so rapid
that harvest will be very little later if any,
than usual. Fall wheat is pronounced splen-
did every where in this sectior, and doubtless,
it it escapes the midge, wiil be one of the
most ahundant yields we have had for many
sears past. The show for a -good yield of
frait is promisinz. The favorable appearances
have affected 1he markets wery materially,
breadstuffs haviuz fallen to & purchasable
rate,  Wheat is now £1.25, having dropped
R0 cents a bushel in a few weeks, the “dron”
in ordwnary years would be reckoucd a fair
prics.—Furmers are boey haying.

Last Wednesday a great fire took place io
Waterloo, loss estimated at $10,000. On
Thuraday morning, the larg> tanpery of Mr
Breithnopt, took fire and was totally ‘destroy.
ed the loss is upward of 830,000, only §12,000
of which is covored by insurance.

In former communications I mentioned the
dissatsfaction of the German element in the
Sonth Riding, but they have now got it into
a working shape.
