TUATION

United States.

Generally Satisfactory Conditions Prevail in Canada and the
What Disturbances There are, are of In-
cipient Nature, but Europe has Many Strikes.

May Day, Labor’s New Year, found
the American continent freer from
labor disturbances than for years.
Despatches from all parts of Canada
show remarkably satisfactory condi-
tions existing generally. In a few
places strikes of a minor character
are reported, but there is no tie-up
of the commercial life of the country.
The trouble in the coal mines of Al-
berta and British Columbia is the
most serious disturbance in the whole
of Canada.

In the United States the same con-
ditions prevail, a general prosperity,
and labor perfectly content. There
are a few exceptions to this rule, San
Francisco and Cleveland being 'the
centres of the greatest difficulties.
In Europe the conditions are just
the reverse. There are strikes every-
where. ‘
Ottawa Stonecutters and Masons Out.

Ottawa, May 1.—Two hundred
stonecutters and bricklayers went on
strike to-day. Of these sixty are at
work on the new museum. Bricklay-
ers got 45 cents an hour now, and the
stonecutters 43. They want 50 cents
all round. The masons as well as the
stonecutters are on strike. They want
50 cents an hour all round.

Less Than Five Hundred Strike.
Toronto, May 1.—May Day strikes
amounted to very little in western
Ontario. Two hundred painters are
out in Hamilton, one hundred ecar-
penters at Brantford and one hun-
dred lathers in Toronto, besides a few
other men who were out before.

Carpenters Out at Brantford.

Brantford, Ont., May 1.—The union
carpenters struck to-day for an in-

than six thousand socialist and labor
unionists parade through the Bronx
and east New York sections of Brook-
lyn today to show their sympathy for
Moyer, Hayvwood and Pettibone, the
labor leaders under indictment charg-
ed with murder of Governor Studen-
burg, of Idaho.

Every man wore a picture button
of the accused men and several large
banners, picturing them as martyrs
in a righteous cause were also dis-
played. Red flags and American
flags were equally in evidence dur-
ing the parade. At the meeting in
Congress hall, which followed it,there
were no disorders. This meeting ad-
opted resolutions of sympathy for
Moyer, Haywood and Pettibone. One
of the speakers criticized President
Roosevelt’s allusion to them in the
Harriman letter.

Few Strikes in New York.

New York, May 1—May day found
the workingmen at comparatively few
of the trades in this city ready to as-
sert any demands for increased wages
and in consequence strikes were few.
The chief interest centred in the pos-
sibility of a strike today of the first,
second and.third officers of the coast
steamers, who have made demands
for $100 a month for first officers, $80
a month for second officers and $60
for third.

They are now receiving an average
of $20 per month less than that am-
ount. Up to this morning seven of
seventeen lines of steamers -having
terminals here had accepted the new
schedule and their steamers were un-
affected.

THE PASSING
OF A PIONEER

John F. Grant, Born in old Fort
76 Years Ago, Died Within
Stone’s Throw of it.

The death occurred yesterday of
John F., Grant, one of the pioneers
of the west, and a man whose ad-
ventures and vicissitudes read like a
volume of romance.

Mr. Grant, who has been ailing for
the past year, came to Edmonton a
month ago with his wife and daugh-
eer from their farm at Deep Creek,
and has since been residing with his
daughter, Mrs. Frank Nutt, Sixth
street.

Out from the window of his sick-
room he could see the buildings of
the old Fort Edmonton within whose
walls he was born 76 years ago, while
in the poplar knoll at the end of
Sixth street is the grave of his
mother, who did when he was a few
years old.

His father was an officer in the
Hudson’s Bay company and of kin to
many of the oldest Scotch and Frefch
families in Quebec. Of the long life
of this patriarchal frontiersman a
sketch was given in last Monday’s
Bulletin—of his early college days in
Quebec, his life as a rancher and
trader in Montana, where his father
was in charge of Fort Hall, of his
days of prominence in Manitoba when
as the owner of over 30,000 acres of
land, he was a prairie king who be-
came land poor, and after many vicis-
gitudes came to sunny Alberta to end
his days in an effort to retrieve his
fortunes.

His maasriage to Miss Clothilde
Bruneau, daughter of Judge Bruneau,
of Manitoba, took place in 1868. His
wife, who is now engaged in writing
a life of her husband, has been his
devoted helpmate through several de-
cades, ‘nursing him day and night
through his last illness.

He leaves several children, -of
whom three are now in the city—Mrs.
Frank Nutt, Miss Grant and Mr.
Charles Grant.

The funeral will take place to-mor-
row morning from the residence of
his son-in-law on BSixth street, to St.
Joachim’s church at 9.30, and thence,
after a réquiem mass has been sol-
emnized, to the Catholic cemetery.

A 1epresentative of the Bulletin cal-
led at the government offices this
morning to ascertain what conclusion
had been reached by the two min-
isters and he was informed that they
had decided to request Morang & Co.,
o‘ Toronto, to undertake a thorough
revision of their new set of readers
on the understanding that if they
were made to conform in every respect
to the requirements of the schools they
would be referred to the educational
councils of the two provinces for au-
thorization: In case Morang & Co.
agree to the proposition the work of
1evision will be proceeded with im-
mediately and it is expected the new
readers will be placed in the hands
of the pupils in January, 1908.

DUMA DISSOLUTION.

Rumor Revived by Action of Russia’s
War Minister.

Associated Press Despatch.

St. Petersburg, May 1.—A note pub-
lished in the semi-official ““ Rossia
to-day dealing with President - Golo-
kin’s statement in the Lower House
of Parliament. yesterday that the war
minister had been notified of the fact
that the abolition of drum-head
courts martial was to be discussed,
declares that the minister was en-
tirely unaware that the parliament-
ary committee proposed not only the
abolition of drum-head courts mar-
tial, but that the cases of those con-
demned to penal servitude by such
courts should be transferred to the
ordinary court. This, the note con-
cluded, is tantamount to quashing the
sentences of those courts, and claims
for the Duma powers which it does
not possess. This claim deprived the
minister of justice of the possibility
of making the reply which he intend-
ed to make. The ‘“Rossia’s announce-
ment has again - revived the rumors
of the approaching dissolution of par-
liament. However, a cabinet official
assured a reporter of the Associated
Press that such action was not con-
templated.

Trying to Beat New York Time.

Ottawa, May 1.—The Sydney route
is to be tested for mails as long ‘as
steamers take southern instead of
the northern passage, which will not
be until about the end of July. The
first boat from Montreal to receive
mail in Cabot straits on the way out
will be the Virginian. The first boat

{from the other gide to take the mails

to Bydney will be the Victorian, leav-
ing on the tenth. An effort will be
made to make quicker time between
Montreal and Liverpool for mails
than by New York.
