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Cha}mpagne front beyond Chalms
whlct} reached Paris to-day, shows
that it was the right of the German
Crown Prince’s army which was shat-
tered in the attacks on Friday anid
Saturday. The Crown Prince’s centre
made furious efforts to counter in the
Argonne yesterday with the result
that all the railway lines to the east
and'north, according to French infoyr-
matlop, were engaged last night in
carrying away the German wounded.
French officials reckon that tle Crown
Prince’s army lost 100,000 men in this
attack and previous assaults during
the summer. Germans captured re-
cently, testify that the resistance of
the French has been as destructive
as their offensive and that their artil-
lery fire which was of deadly effect
a year ago has now attained such in-
tensity as to work demoralization
among their opponents. French offi-
cers say the drive against Verdun ‘is
being transformed gradually into a
defence of Metz, for the French are
creeping slowly and steadily closer
to the Lorraine stronghold.

ALLIES’ NEW OFFENSIVE MAKES
FURTHER GAINS.
PARIS, Sept. 28.
The new offensive movement of the
Allies has resulted in further gains in
the Artois region near Souchez, the
French War Office announced to-day.
Additional progress is also reported
in Champagne. The German counter-
attack in the Argonne is said to have
been repulsed, and the Germans left
the ground coveréd with their dead.
FRENCH MAKE FURTHER GAINS.
PARIS, Sepi. 28.
The French troops fighting on the
western front have made further
gains on the grounds east of Souchez
and north of Massiges, the prisoners
taken including Germans 1ecently
brought back from the Russian front,
according to an official statement
War Office to-night.
Heavy artillery action is in progress
in Argonne.

THE UNITED STATES AND TURK.
ISH ATROCITIES.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 28.
Count Von Bernstorff, the (German
Ambassador, to-day sent a communi-
cation to the State Department saying
that reports of Turkish atrocities
against Armenians were greatly ex-
aggerated, and defending it in part,
the action of the Turks having been
provoked. While the Ambassador's
letter does not deny that extreme pen-
alties have been imposed upon Arme-

nians by the Turks, he statea that
attempts to stir up rebellion, revolt
and treasonable activity had made

the Armenian policy necessary, as a
war time measure. Since Turkey has
let it be known that no foreign inter-
ference with her Armenian policy
will be permitted, the United States
will probably avoid the matter as a
subject for any formal protest, un-
less Americans become involved.

ASQUITH AND GREY IN THE (COM-
MONS.

LONDON, Sept. 28.
“If Bulgarian mobilization should
result in Bulgaria assuming an ag-
gressive attitude on the side of our
enemies, we are prepared to give our
friends in the Balkans all the support
in our power, in the manner that
would be most welcome to them, and
in concert with our Allies.””” Such
was the announcement made by Sir
Edward Grey, British Foreign Secre-
tary, in the Commons this afternoon.
Premier Asquith made an urgent ap-
peal to all his hearers to abstain
from raising questions regarding re-
cruiting for national service. “We are
at a critical moment in the history
of the war,” the Premier said. ‘“We
are watching with most intense sym-
pathy and hope the gallant combined
efforts of the Allied forces. I do not
think greater injury could be render-
ed to this country and the cause of
the Allies, than that at this moment
a suggestion should go forth to the
world that there is any division of
opinion here.” The speeches of the
Premier and Foreign Secretary Grey
were followed with the closest atten-
tion, as they dealt with phases of the
war situation which are of particular
interest at present. Sir Edward Grey
emphasized the long standing friend-
ship between Britain and Bulgaria,
and added, “our official information
from the Bulgarian Government is
that they have taken up a position of
armed neutrality to defend their
rights and independence; and that
they have no aggressive intentions
against their Balkan neighbors. Not
only is there /no hostility in this coun-
try toward Bulgaria, but there is a
traditionally warm feeling of sym-
pathy with the Bulgarian people. So
long as Bulgaria does not :side with
the enemies of Britain 'and her Allies,
there can be no question of British
influence or forces being used in any
sense hostile to Bulgarian interests.
So long as the Bulgarian attitude is
unaggressive, there n be no dis-
turbance of those friendly relations.”
After making the announcement that
if Bulgaria should assumeé an aggres-
sive attitude on the side of Britain’s
enemies, the Government would take
action, Sir Edward continued: “We
are, of course, comnsulting with our
Allies on the situation. I believe that
the view which 1 express is theirs al-
so, our policy being to secure an
agreement in respect to the Balkan
States, which will insure each cf them
not only independence, but a brilliant
future based on the general riqciple
of ‘the territorial and politieal union
of kindred nationms. To secure this
agreement we recognize that the le-
gitimate aspirations of the Balkan
afes must . find - satisfaction.. ,The

y-of Germany, on.the other hand,

Hungary to precipitate 'war; with the
result that the Empire is completely
subordinated to Germany and depend-
ent upon her. Turkey, whose inter-
ests would have been preserved if she
had remained neutral, being gratui-
tously purchased by Germany into
war, is now being subordinated and
made dependent on Germany's espira-
tion and influence from Berlin te Bag-
dad. In the same way it would nat-
urally be Germany’s policy to use any
Balkan State with the inevitable re-
sult that those States eventually
would be subordinated to her, and
that though territorial gains might be
promised, they would lose their inde-
pendence. This is directly contrary
to the policy of the Allies, which is to
further the. national aspirations of
the Balkan States without sacrificing
the independence of any of them.”

A TRUCE PROPOSED.

BERLIN, Sept. 28.
A report from Switzerland says
that the Pope is preparing a circular
letter to belligerents asking <for a
general truce on All Souls Day, dedi-
cated to the memory of the soldiers
who have perished in the war.

HALF BILLION LOAN.
NEW YORK,, 3ept. 28
The Anglo-French financial com-

mission announced to-night that the
proposed credit loan for Britain and
France, will be five hundred million
dollars, and would be issued on joint
Anglo-French five year 59% bonds,
offered to the public at 98. A syndi-
cate of underwriters numbering 94
is announced; also that the bonds
will be issued in denominations as
low as one hundred dollars. Subscrib-
ers might pay for them by install-
ments.

DUMBA’S APPEAL.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 28.

Dr. Dumba, the Austrian Ambassa-
dor to the States, formally recalled
by the Government State Department,
is arranging with the . British and
French embassies here for his safe
conduct on a steamer sailing from
New York on October 5th.

Silence of the Admiralty regarding
the work of British submarines in
the Baltic was explained in the Com-
mons to-day by Thomas ManNamara.
He said, in response to a  cuestion,
that these submarines were under or-
ders, of the Russian Commander-in-'
Chief. The House will realize how
much gallant and successful work is
being done by these vessels, he said,
but the responsibility of deciding
what shall be made public of their
proceedings in the Baltic must rest
with the Russian Admiralty Com-
mander Noel Lawree, the officer who
was decorated by the Russicn Gov-
ernment for the successful torpedo
attack on the Moltke.
