A 24-pound codfish, caught of Nan­
tucket by the steam trawler Fish 
Hawk, was shipped from Boston on 
Thursday to Paris as a gift to Presi­
dent Wilson for his New Year’s din­
ner. It is the largest codfish that has 
been brought into the market here 
recently.

President I. M. Taylor, of the East 
Coast Fisheries Company, who is 
sending it to the President, said it 
would be taken to Bordeaux by the 
steamer La Touraine, sailing from 
New York, and thence by special mes­
senger to Paris.

Mr. Taylor added that the gift was 
an expression of appreciation of the 
action of the President In issuing 
priority orders which permitted the 
construction of the steam trawlers 
Kingfisher and Fish Hawk during the 
war. The Kingfisher was sunk by a 
German submarine.—N.Y. Fishing 
Gazette.
