The Arrival of our New Governor
General.

His Excellency Sir John Young
and suite, accompanied by Col. Ber-
nard, arrived al Ogdensburg on Fri-
day morning, from New York, on his
way to Ottawa. They were met in
Ogdensburg by Messrs. Detlos,
French and Patrick, ex-M.P., who
were appointed a deputation by the
Town Council of Prescott to receive
them. On reaching Prescott he was
met by Sir John A. Macdonald, Hon.
Messrs. Campbell, Tilley, Langevin,
and other ministers. The Prescott
volunteers fermed a guard of honor,
and a salute was ﬁredg by the garrison
at Fort Wellington. Mayor Irwin, of
Prescott, read an address of welcome,
to which His Exce llency replied sub-
stantially as follows:

“T regret very much that I »m
unable to give you a written reply to
your address. I thank you for the
very cordial welcome you have given
myself and Lady Young. Itis very
gratilying to receive the encourage-
ment of such a hearty welcome when
first touching the threshold of Canada.
Tam pleased to_hear your expression
of loyalty to Her Msjesty. I am
pleased to find that the institutions of
the country are supported so heartily
by the people. For your expressions
of regard for Lady Young and
myself, 1 have to thank you on ﬁer be-
half and on my own. Again, gentle-
men, I thank you cordially for your
enthusiastic reception.”

He then proceeded to the train
which was to take him to Ottawa,
which place he reached in the after-
noon. About 3,000 people were pres-
ent to welcome him. All the city bells
rang & merry peal. The band and a
guard of honor of the Rifle Brigade
were in attendance. The station was
tastefully decorated with evergreens
by the Railroad Company, A hearty
cheer was given and the Governor-
General and suite were at once driven
to Ridenu Hall. His Excellency’s
hair is quite grey, and his face is pit-
ted with small-pox, but his counten-
ance is a gcniu\, open and a manly
one,and his manner most unassuming.

The late John C. Wilson.

Through the kindness of a friend we
are enabled to give the following parti-
culars respecting our late townsman Mr,
John C. Wilson, whose death, which took
place in Hamilton on Thursday,we chion-
icled yesterday.

The family of Wilson ot which he was
a member traces its descent from the
Plantagenet Kings of England, through
John De Bourchier, son of the Earl of
Ewe, by Anne, daughter of the Duke of
Gloucester,who was sixth son of King Ed-
ward ITI. Mr. Wilson's father was the late
Revd. George Wilson, Vicar of Didling-
ton and Rector of Eccles St. Mary in the
County of Norfolk, There was a numer-
ous family of sons and daughters—the for-
mer alone being thirteen in number. One
of his brothers is Major-General Sir Arch-
dale Wilson, Bart. K .C. B. whose name
is so closely and permanently interwoven
with the history of the Indian mutiny in
1857, and more especially with the cap-
ture of Delhi. For the distinguished
success which crowned his efforts in as-
